



HATTON CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

 Mayor Doug Meier called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Council members attending were: Bernie Johnson, Kim Ostlie, Annette Glennon, David Vold, Scott Phipps and Mark Duncan
 Guests were: Lisa Harmon. Others in attendance were Arik Solheim, Deputy Tony Ernst, Roberta Grindeland and Jackie Buchwitz.
Lisa Harmon and Heath Adamsen met with the City Council to make an offer on the City owned property at 819 Jersey Ave.
 Lisa and Heath proposed an offer of $2,000.00 for the property, $326.00 for unpaid utility bills and mowing expenses, the responsibility to pay any expenses incurred for the transfer of the deed and any unknown expenses. Lisa and Heath also agreed that the garage on the requested property would be torn down by the end of the 2011 year at their expense. The City Council requested “Cash in Hand” and a written agreement be presented by Lisa Harmon and Heath Adamsen to the City Council.

 Mark Duncan made the motion to sell the property to Lisa Harmon and Heath Adamsen providing that they submit a written agreement and abide by all of the said terms of the agreement.  Bernie Johnson seconded the motion. A roll call vote was taken with all members of the council approving.  Motion was carried.
Deputy Sheriff Tony Ernst gave a brief report to the City Council.  Annette Glennon made motion to accept the police report, Bernie seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Roberta Grindeland (Hatton Pool Manager) presented to the City Council a Handbook that she has designed for the Pool Employees for the 2011 Summer Season. She also discussed some findings on her research on pool rates, and possible opening dates for the pool. She suggested that the pool open for the season on June 1, 2011. After some discussion Annette Glennon made the motion that the Hatton pool will open on June 1st and that the Season ticket rate for a single individual would be $50.00, the Family Rate would be $85.00 and the daily rate for those not purchasing season tickets would be $2.00 for the Afternoon Session (1:00PM to5:00PM) and $2.00 for the Evening Session (6:00 PM to 9:00 PM). Mark Duncan seconded the motion. All approved. Motion carried. 
Arik Solheim presented the maintenance report. He presented a quote from Custom Pools for a new filtration system for the Hatton Pool for a price of $6,850.00 and a quote from Larimore Plumbing for $3,200.00 for a ventilation system for the Pool House.
The Council discussed which of the two projects had the highest priority. Annette Glennon made the motion to accept Custom Pools quote for the New Filtration System, Scott Phipps seconded the motion, and all council members voted and accepted the Motion. Motion carried.  Arik has permission to contact Mark Naastad from Custom Pools and order the new filtration system.
Clothing bags and tags that were ordered for the pool have arrived. Arik will be designing a holding system for them in the Pool house.

Annette made a motion to accept the maintenance report. Kim Ostlie seconded the motion.  Motion Carried. 
Scott Phipps made a motion to accept the Municipal Court report submitted by Judge Thomas Moe.  Bernie Johnson seconded the motion. Motion carried.
Mark Duncan made a motion to accept the Minutes of the April 4, 2011 Council Meeting. Scott Phipps seconded the motion. Motion carried.
Kim Ostlie made the motion to approve the Auditors financial reports for the month of April.  Mark Duncan seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Mark Duncan seconded the motion.  Motion carried. 
The Hatton City Council reviewed the Service Contract renewal and a proposed bid for the painting of the Hatton Water Tower from Maguire Iron Inc.  Maguire Iron Inc. has submitted a quote for the painting of the Water tower for approx. $35,000.00. Annette Glennon made the motion to accept the renewal of the Service Contract with Maguire Iron Inc. and to approve the proposed bid for the painting of the Tower; provided that Maguire Iron Inc. will submit a more detailed bid with all aspects of the project broken down with specific amounts. Dave Vold seconded the motion. A roll call vote was taken with all members voting to approve.  Motion Carried. Arik will contact Maguire Iron Inc. with the Councils provision and set this project in motion.
Bernie Johnson made a motion to approve the 2nd and Final Reading and the passage of the New Fireworks Ordinance. Mark Duncan seconded the motion. All Council Members voted and approved. Motion carried.  The New Fireworks Ordinance is posted on the Hatton City Website for all to view.  You may also obtain a copy at Hatton City Hall.

Bernie Johnson nominated Mayor Doug Meier to attend a meeting in Mayville on May 26, 2011 at Mayville City Hall for the purpose of electing a representative to the County Redistricting Board. Annette Glennon seconded the nomination. Mayor Doug Meier will be representing the City of Hatton.

Mark Duncan made the motion to allow Bernie Johnson to sign a petition for the reshape of Garfield Township Drain 45. Annette Glennon seconded the motion. All members approved and motion carried

Bernie Johnson made the motion to approve the New Water Contract from Traill County Water District and to increase the water rates for the City of Hatton from $3.85/1000 to $4.85/1000 in order offset the Water rate increase imposed by Traill County Water District.  Scott Phipps seconded the motion.  Motion Carried. The new water rates will go into effect with the next billing cycle at the end of May 2011.

Bernie Johnson made a motion to approve the Building permit applications submitted by: John & Shirley Monson, Richard Gensrich,

Darrin & Nancy Carlson, Conrad Steinhaus, Pat Larson, and Double D’s Diner.  Kim Ostlie seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
Mark Duncan made the motion to adjourn; seconded by Kim Ostlie.  Meeting was adjourned at 9:10 P.M.
