



HATTON CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

January 6, 2014
6:00 P.M.
 Mayor Doug Meier called the meeting to order on Monday January 6, 2014 at 6:00 P.M.  Council members attending were: Bernie Johnson, Annette Glennon, Kim Ostlie, Scott Phipps and Mark Duncan. Special Guests Were: Karen Naastad, Gary Lillimoen and Ellen Amb from the Hatton Beautification Committee. Others in attendance were: Deputy Conrad Steinhaus, Arik Solheim and Jackie Buchwitz. Councilmember David Vold was absent.
Arik Solheim presented a maintenance report. Annette Glennon motioned to accept the maintenance report. Kim Ostlie seconded.  Motion Carried. Kim Ostlie made the motion to accept the police report.  Scott Phipps seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
Annette made a motion to accept the Minutes of the December 2, 2013 Council Meeting.  Kim Ostlie seconded. Motion carried.
The Hatton Beautification Committee submitted reports to the City Council reviewing the 2013 year and their upcoming plans for the 2014 year.  They submitted the Committee’s financial report for the 2007 through 2013 years. The Hatton City Council expressed their sincere appreciation and thanks to Naastad Brothers Inc. for all of the hard work and time they’ve provided that enabled the Beautification Committee to do such an outstanding job of beautifying the City of Hatton. Scott Phipps made the motion to accept the Beautification Committee’s report.  Kim Ostlie seconded.  Motion carried.
Annette Glennon made a motion to accept the 2013 year-end financial reports submitted by Jackie Buchwitz. Mark Duncan seconded. Motion carried.

The City Council reviewed the two applications for Property Tax Incentives for a New or Expanding Business submitted by Mark & Marlow Stavens for the Hatton Storage unit built in 2013 and the new storage unit that will be built beginning in February 2014.   Scott Phipps made the motion to grant a 5 Year/ 100% exemption for each building. The exemption to begin on 1-1-2014 and ends on 12/31/2018. Bernie Johnson seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously.
The Council reviewed a letter from The Grand Forks Traill Water District giving the City of Hatton formal notification that the Water Purchase Agreement will be amended and they will be increasing the water rates by approximately 2.2% in order to maintain operation and maintenance costs. This rate increase will take effect near the end of January. In order for the City of Hatton to offset the water rate increase from GF Traill Water, Bernie Johnson made a motion to change the minimum base charge for water services from $15.50 to $16.00 and the per 1000 rate from $4.85/1,000 to $5.35/1000. Scott Phipps seconded. Motion carried. This rate increase for the Hatton residents will go into effect on January 22, 2014 and will be reflected on the Utility Billings that are sent out in February 2014.
Scott Phipps made the motion to accept the Municipal Court Report for December 2013. Bernie Johnson seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
