



HATTON CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

January 7, 2013
6:00 P.M.
 Mayor Doug Meier called the meeting to order on Monday January 7, 2013 at 6:00 P.M.  Council members attending were: Kim Ostlie, Bernie Johnson, David Vold, Mark Duncan, Annette Glennon, and Scott Phipps. Others in attendance were Sheriff Mike Crocker and Jackie Buchwitz. Due to Arik Solheim’s absence there was no maintenance report.
 Following a Motion made and Approved during the December 3, 2012 Council Meeting, a 2012 “WERK-BRAU” 16’ BOX SNOW PUSHER was purchased from RDO Equipment Company for $6,850.00, on December 17, 2013.  The JD740 Loader was sold to replace the Snow Pusher to Renner Equipment on December 15, 2012 for $6,500.00. 
Mike Crocker gave a brief report on the completion of the Traill County Radio Grant and briefly discussed the purchase of a new computer that will result in a one-time charge of $2,000.00 for the City.  Annette made a motion to approve the Police report. Kim Ostlie seconded the motion. Motion Carried.
Bernie Johnson made a motion to accept the Minutes of December 3, 2012 Council Meetings, Kim Ostlie seconded the motion. Motion carried.  
 After reviewing the December and year-end financial reports and the Year end fund to fund transfers, Mark Duncan made the motion to approve the Auditor’s December 2012 financial reports, the payment of the following bills: Aflac; $242.74, Benjamin Iverson; $50.21, BC/BS; $627.60. Card member Services; $146.89, Century Link (Qwest) $107.99, Flaten Construction; $400.00, Grand Forks Traill Water Dist.; $4,832.60, Hatton Co-op Oil; $646.57, Hatton Economic Development; $1,781.04, Hatton Free Press; $124.11, Hatton Insurance Agency; $8.00,Hatton Public School Library; $3,050.60, Jay Kraviec; $100.00, John Deere Financial; $28.34, Laker Chemical; $1,677.89, Marco Inc.; $125.00, Midcontinent Communications; $167.86, Miller’s Fresh Foods; $15.18, Municipal Finance Officers Association; $30.00, ND Rural Water Systems; $200.00, ND Dept. of Transportation; $880.74, ND League of City’s; $817.00, ND Sewage & Pump Lift Station Co.; $112.00, ND Dept. of Health; $32.00, ND One Call Concepts; $8.75, NDPERS; $602.68, Ohnstad Twichell, PC.;$580.00, Paul Rayner Computer Repair; $187.50, RDO Equipment Co.; $6,850.00, Reynolds United Co-op; $19.95, Traill County Treasurer; $3,343.00, US Treasury; $1,248.56, US Bank; $16,484.91, Verizon Wireless; $54.25, Waste Management of ND; $8,851.56, Xcel Energy(Street Lighting); $1,058.82 and Xcel Energy (City Utilities); $562.28. and the following year end fund to fund transfers from each of the following funds into the General Fund: Water fund: $26,386.39, Sewer fund: $23,146.96, Mosquito fund: $1,382.71, Penalty & Interest fund: $4,147.77, City Share of Specls: $2,827.85, Planning Commission fund: $322.30, Forestry fund: $1,996.70, Highway Tax fund: $25,306.69,County Road fund: $1,513.34, Parks, Pool & Recreation fund: $8,603.20, Telecommunications fund: $2,059.72, Advertising fund: $521.96 and Emergency fund; $1,034.54 for a total of $99,250.13. From the General Fund $22,068.20 into the following funds: $8068.20 into Social Security Fund, $2,000.00 into Insurance Reserve Fund, $4,000.00 into Employee Pension Fund, and $8,000.00 into Equipment replacement fund.  Dave Vold seconded the motion.  Motion carried. 
Mark Duncan also made the motion that the City pays the Invoice #:9597 for$1,344.50.from Naastad Bros. Inc., for the Sewer line dig out at the Hatton Trailer Park.  Annette Glennon seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
Bernie made the motion to approve the building permit application submitted by Wayne Bahl.  Annette seconded the motion. Motion carried.
The City Council discussed the 1950 County Road maintenance agreement, between Flaten Construction Inc. and the City of Hatton. In order to give Bernie Johnson more time to research this issue, the discussion was tabled until the February 4th meeting. With no other business to discuss, Mark Duncan made the motion to adjourn; seconded by Annette Glennon. Meeting was adjourned at 7:05 P.M. ​​​​​​​​​​​​​
