







HATTON CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

March 3, 2014






6:00 P.M.


 Mayor Doug Meier called the meeting to order on Monday March 3, 2014 at 6:00 P.M.  Council members attending were:    Annette Glennon, Bernie Johnson, Kim Ostlie, David Vold, Mark Duncan and Scott Phipps. Special Guest was Paul Kalibabky from Waste Management of ND. Deputy Conrad Steinhaus from the Traill County Police Dept. was present.  Arik Solheim and Jackie Buchwitz were absent.

Deputy Steinhaus presented the Council with a letter from The Traill county Emergency Hazard Mitigation Plan. This letter (signed) serves as the City’s official intent to participate in the updating process by having at least one person from the City Council be the voice of the City for at least (two) 2 face to face meetings. Scott Phipps made the motion to approve the participation of the Hazard Mitigation Plan.  Kim seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.

Paul Kalibaby, from Waste Management of ND, attended the meeting to review and clarify how the price increases from the Grand Forks landfill will affect the costs of Waste Management doing business in Hatton. After discussion, Scott Phipps made the motion to implement a $3.00 per month trash rate increase for residential and commercial customers of Hatton, the rate increase to take effect immediately. Mark Duncan seconded the motion.  All members of the council voted to approve the motion. Motion carried.

Bernie Johnson made a motion to accept the minutes of the February 3, 2014 Council Meeting. .Kim Ostlie seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously.

Annette Glennon made the motion to approve the Auditor’s February financial reports and the 2013 Year End Financial Reports as presented.   Kim Ostlie seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

The municipal Court report for January was reviewed; two (2) parking citations and one (1) dog at large citation were paid for the month.  Dave Vold made a motion, seconded by Bernie to accept the Magistrate report.  Motion Carried.


Bernie Johnson and Arik Solheim attended a mosquito control meeting in Grand Forks and received valuable information regarding the topic of mosquito control.  The 2014 “Airborne Custom Mosquito Spraying” contract was discussed. Dave Vold made the motion to accept the contract for the 2014 season.  Annette Glennon seconded the motion.  Motion Carried.

Mark Duncan made a motion to approve the payments of the following bills:  Aflac; $242.74, BC/BS; $797.80. Century Link (Qwest) $136.28, Gaffaney’s; $188.50, Grand Forks Traill Water Dist.; $4,336.20, Hatton Co-op Oil; $2265.81, Hatton Economic Development; $2,698.97, Hatton Free Press; $38.40, Internal Revenue Service; $2,66.11, John Deere Financial; $14.65, Knights Welding; $214.50, Marco Inc.; $127.40, Midcontinent Communications; $172.67,  ND Dept. of Health; $16.00,  ND One Call Concepts, $1.10, ND Workforce Safety; $1,236.62, NDPERS; $1,468.01,, Ness Publications; $23.00,Traill County Treasurer; $8,168.48, USPS; $115.26, Verizon Wireless; $445.60,, Waste Management of ND; $8,859.25, Xcel Energy(Street Lighting); $1,435.40 and Xcel Energy(City Utilities); $1,213.67. Scott Phipps seconded the motion. Motion carried. 

Bernie Johnson made the motion to accept the Building permit application submitted by Graeme & Marsha Wilson.  Kim Ostlie seconded the motion. Motion carried.


The City council spoke briefly on the 2014 Relay for Life. The City Council wishes to contribute the use of the pay loader for filling bags of sand for the Relay for Life Cancer drive.

Bernie Johnson spoke to the Council regarding a new Lease of a 2014 Pay loader from RDO Equipment. Bernie and Arik met with RDO to discuss the prices and benefits of purchasing a new pay-loader. RDO Equipment submitted a proposal for a 2014 John Deere Pay loader for a cost to the City of $31,700.00. The new lease payments would be $7,102.00 per year for 5 Years, which is approximately $330.00 less per year than the existing lease on the 2009 Pay loader. The new lease will commence sometime in June of 2014.  After some discussion, Mark Duncan made a motion that the City of Hatton approves the 2014 John Deere Pay-loader purchase per the terms of the proposal from RDO Equipment. Annette Glennon Seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.

David Vold reported that the student who wins the “If I were Mayor for a Day” essay contest will be attending the April 7th Council meeting.  The winning essay and writer will be submitted to the City auditor within the next couple of weeks. Bernie also presented a brief report on doing a street overlay project.  Moore engineering has submitted a preliminary report.  The Council tabled this discussion until the April 7, 2014 meeting.

Annette made the motion to adjourn; seconded by Mark Duncan.  Meeting was adjourned at 7:29 P.M.
