



HATTON CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

April 1, 2013
6:00 P.M.
 Mayor Doug Meier and Paige Handly (Mayor for A Day essay contest winner) called the meeting to order on Monday April 1, 2013 at 6:00 P.M.  Council members attending were: Kim Ostlie, Bernie Johnson, David Vold, Scott Phipps and Annette Glennon. Mark Duncan was absent.   Special Guests Were: Paige Handly, Toby and Tracy Handly, Brian Cyrus and Nick Gludt (Moore Engineering). Others in attendance were Arik Solheim, Jackie Buchwitz and Deputy Steve Hunt.

After Mayor Meier and Paige Handly called the meeting to order, Mayor Doug Meier presented Paige with a Certificate and a $25.00 prize for being selected as the winner of the “If I were Mayor for a Day” Third Grade Essay writing contest for City Government Week. Mayor Meier had Paige assist him in presiding over the City Council meeting.  Congratulations to Paige from the City Council for a wonderful essay and a great job presiding over the meeting.

Nick Gludt from Moore Engineering spoke with the Council, on Bernie Johnson’s request, to discuss any possible grant financing options for the upgrading or the replacement of the City water tower. After some discussion it was decided that Nick will research various financing options and try to obtain quotes, while Arik will contact McQuire Iron and try to obtain an evaluation of needs for the city’s present water tower. Conclusions of this topic will be tabled until a later meeting.  The Council also discussed with Nick Gludt the 2017 ND Dept. of Transportation Small town Revitalization street program. Nick will be consulting with others in his office that deal directly with the NDOT to find out if any of the funding can be used within the City or if it will be designated for State Highways only.  Bernie Johnson requested that Moore Engineering provide the City with an estimate for a Chip Seal project for the Hatton City Streets. Nick Gludt will be contacting the City Council with his findings at his earliest convenience.
Brian Cyrus spoke to the council about his intent to purchase the Yummies building and lot from the current owner Brad Lizakowski. Brian’s intent is to purchase the property for the taxes owed, demolish the Yummies building and possibly build a hobby car repair shop on the lot.  Brian requested an abatement of $1771.95, the delinquent utility amounts that were assessed onto the taxes of this property in the 2011 and 2012 tax years. He also wanted to get the Council’s permission to obtain a demolition permit. After some discussion, Annette Glennon made the motion to deny Brian’s request for the abatement. Bernie Johnson seconded the motion. Motion to deny the abatement of the delinquent utilities carried unamomously.  The Council also stated that any demolition or building permit applications would have to be submitted and approved or disapproved once the property is legally owned by Brian Cyrus.
Bernie made a motion to accept the Minutes of March 4, 2013 Council Meeting, Annette Glennon seconded the motion. Motion carried.

Deputy Steve Hunt gave the police report.  The Council and Deputy Hunt had a discussion regarding trucks parked on the City streets. Annette Glennon made a motion to accept Deputy Hunts report. Dave Vold seconded the motion. Motion carried.

Annette Glennon also made a motion to accept the March court report submitted by Judge Moe. Kim Ostlie seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

The City council reviewed the 2013 application and contract from Airborne Custom Spraying. Bernie Johnson made the motion to approve the 2013 Contract. Scott Phipps seconded the motion. Motion carried.
Arik Solheim presented the maintenance report. He reported that he is interviewing for summer help, as Ben Cigelski will not be returning this summer. Arik has done a couple of interviews and hopes to be making a decision within the week. Arik also reported that Waste Management will be bringing the City Cleanup Roll-off back to the city shop parking lot starting in May and continuing until the end of September. Arik is checking into pricing for some additional street repair that needs to be done this year.  Arik also reported that He will be away for the days of April 22, 23, and 24th for a Wastewater treatment seminar. Arik and Bernie attended a ½ day Mosquito Control workshop in Grand Forks on March 25, 2013, they both found the information regarding mosquito control, application procedures and disease control very useful. Arik’s last item to report was the painting of the Pool Concession and bath house floors.  He will be looking into purchasing some non-skid paint. Dave Vold made a motion to accept the maintenance report. Kim Ostlie seconded the motion.  Motion Carried. 
Scott Phipps made the motion to approve the Auditor’s March financial reports.   Kim Ostlie seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
