







HATTON CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

April 7, 2014






    6:00 P.M.


 Mayor Doug Meier called the meeting to order on Monday April 7, 2014 at 6:00 P.M.  Council members attending were: Annette Glennon, Bernie Johnson, Mark Duncan, David Vold, Scott Phipps and Kim Ostlie. Special Guests were: Naomi Borjon (“Mayor for a Day” Winner, The Hatton Community Center Board; Heather Hanson, Rhonda Hanson, Nancy Pederson, Lance Dahl, and Brent Johnson and Niles Short. Others in attendance were:  Arik Solheim, Jackie Buchwitz and Deputy Conrad Steinhaus.

David Vold introduced Naomi Borjon to the City Council as the 2014 “Mayor for a day.” Naomi and Mayor Meier opened the meeting with the pledge of allegiance. 


Nancy Pederson, on behalf of the Community Center Board, presented the council with their 2013 financial statement and spoke about the financial status of the Hatton Community Center. They are looking for any financial solution ideas that the City Council may have for the future operations of the Center. The community center board stated that they have exhausted all of their resources and have no reliable incoming source of revenue that will enable them to alleviate the losses incurred by the Community Center from month to month and year to year. They want solutions or ideas from the City Council. The City Council will discuss the situation and speak to a representative from the community center board at the May 5th Council Meeting.  Scott Phipps made the motion to accept the Community Center’s financial statement and report.  Bernie Johnson seconded the motion. Motion carried.



Arik Solheim presented the maintenance report. He reported on the snow removal cleanup after the March 31, blizzard, and the maintenance shop cleaning and water run-off issues.  May 10th has been designated as the date that the first cleanup roll-off will be available to the Hatton residents. The roll off will be in the City Office’s parking lot, as it was last year. The City will provide 1 roll off for each month, for 5 months, and ask that the residents pay special attention to the signage when disposing of their items. The Cooperstown Pet Vet is scheduled to be at the City Hall Shop on May 3, 2014 between the hours of 9:00 AM until 10:00 AM. Any resident that would like to make sure their pets are vaccinated and checked should set this time aside on your calendar. Dave Vold made a motion to accept the maintenance report.Annette Glennon seconded the motion. Motion Carried. 




Deputy Steinhaus spoke about the importance and responsibility of the City of Hatton’s governing board to provide a safe and secure working environment for its employees. The City offices have no security procedures or measures in place in the event of an emergency.
Scott Phipps and David Vold offered to do some research on security systems for the city offices. Scott Phipps made the motion to accept the Police report. Mark Duncan seconded the motion. Motion carried.


Kim Ostlie made the motion to accept the minutes of the March 3, 2014 Council Meeting. Mark Duncan seconded the motion. Motion carried.




The City Council reviewed a letter from the ND Department of Transportation regarding a Cost Participation & Maintenance agreement for a Chip Seal Coat that the DOT will be doing on Highway 18 North JCT ND 18/200 to ND 15. Work to commence sometime during the summer of 2014.  Bernie made the motion to accept and approve the NDDOT Cost Participation and maintenance agreement. Annette Glennon seconded the motion.  Motion carried.


Bernie Johnson made the motion to approve the Auditor’s March financial reports as presented.  Annette seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Bernie Johnson mentioned that Millers Fresh Foods is working with the Hatton EDC concerning the continued lease for the grocery store.  The City’s pay loader has been sold and the revenues will go toward the down payment of the new pay loader.   

Having no other business, Naomi Borjon asked for a motion to adjourn. Mark Duncan made the motion to adjourn; seconded by Kim Ostlie. Meeting was adjourned at 8:20 P.M.
