







HATTON CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

June 2, 2014






    6:00 P.M.

 Mayor Doug Meier called the meeting to order on Monday June 2, 2014 at 6:00 P.M. with the Pledge of Allegiance. Council members attending were: Annette Glennon, Bernie Johnson, Mark Duncan and Kim Ostlie. David Vold and Scott Phipps were absent. Special Guests were: Tony & Brunell Bushy, Gary Offerdahl from Buck’s Place, Suzanne Hegvick from The Press Box DBA/ The Blue Line Bar & Grill and Kevin Rogers from the Hatton Eielson Public School
                 Others in attendance were: Arik Solheim, Jackie Buchwitz and Deputy Tony Ernst from the Traill County Sherriff’s Dept.

Tony and Brunell Bushy spoke to the City Council regarding neighbor’s basketball hoop and how it infringes onto their property.  They were concerned about their liability, if any of the children playing basketball on the street and in their yard, would be if someone were to get hurt. Bushy posed these questions to the City Council: “What can be done to keep the kids off of their yard?” and “Will the Council speak to the neighbor about moving the basketball hoop?”
Kevin Rogers attended the meeting to answer any questions the City Council may have regarding the building permit application submitted by the Hatton Eielson Public School.  The School is planning on building an addition of a new bus barn with 2 additional classrooms. Bernie Johnson made the motion to accept and approve the building permit application submitted by the Hatton Eielson public school.  Mark Duncan seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
The City Council reviewed the building permit applications that were submitted by The Press Box; DBA/ The Blue Line Bar & Grill, Jacob Gunby and Eric R. Pladson. After some discussion Bernie Johnson made the motion to accept and approve all of the aforementioned building permit applications.  Kim Ostlie seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously. 
Suzanne Hegvig and Gary Offerdahl submitted the yearly applications for the liquor licenses for The Blue Line Bar & Grill and Buck’s Place along with the yearly license fee.  Kim Ostlie made the motion to accept the liquor applications for the dates from June 30, 2014 to June 30, 2015 and granted permission for both liquor establishments to have Sunday openings on any day they choose during the year with the exception of Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Eve and Christmas day.  Bernie Johnson seconded the motion. Motion carried.


Arik Solheim presented the maintenance report. He reported that Waste Management has delivered two of the five roll offs during the first two weeks of May and that the City may consider having them bring more than the pre-arranged 5 that were to be delivered until September. The City council gave permission for the delivery and removal of additional roll offs on a monthly need basis, rather than having the City residents pile their discarded items outside of the roll off.  The new pay loader is expected to be in near the end of the week.  Arik would like to order a roll out sign for the ball park and he submitted a bid from Jeff Rudy Construction for an extension of the current city shop. This extension would provide additional storage for the City equipment and machinery. Arik also spoke with the Council about the hourly wage for Logan Vettleson, the new summer employee. Annette Glennon made the motion to start Logan’s hourly wage at $11.00 per hour. Kim Ostlie seconded the motion.  Motion carried. Annette also made the motion to accept and approve the maintenance report. Bernie Johnson seconded the motion.  Motion carried.


Deputy Tony Ernst from the Traill County sheriff’s Dept. spoke about the blocking 6th Street and Durham Ave from Highway 18 during the Relay for Life event that will be held on June 6th. Annette made the motion to accept and approve the police report. Kim Ostlie seconded the motion. Motion carried.  Kim also made the motion to approve and accept the Municipal Court Report.  Annette seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Bernie Johnson made the motion to accept the minutes of the May 5, 2014 Council Meeting. Mark Duncan seconded the motion, motions carried.


Annette Glennon made the motion to approve the Auditor’s May financial reports as presented.  Mark Duncan seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

During the June meeting of the City Council in each year, the bond of the City auditor must be set by resolution of the City governing body. Mark Duncan made the following motion to set the bond of the City Auditor:

     
 




RESOLUTION SETTING CITY AUDITORS BOND LIMIT


THE CITY OF HATTON, TRAILL COUNTY, NORTH DAKOTA


WHEREAS, the City of Hatton is covered by a blanket bond by the North Dakota State Bonding Fund; and,     

WHEREAS, the North Dakota State Bonding Fund provides fidelity bond coverage for city employees and public officials in dealing with public funds; and, WHEREAS, the bond is fixed by the city governing body and set by  resolution as outlined in the NDCC 40-14-03; and,WHEREAS, at the June 2, 2014 regular city council meeting of the Hatton City Council the current bond limits were reviewed and found to be sufficient, NOW, THEREFORE, be it resolved by the city council of the City of  Hatton, North Dakota, that the Auditor Bond coverage by the North Dakota State Bonding Fund in the amount of:  $318,000.00 has been  reviewed and found sufficient.

Bernie Johnson discussed a bid he received for the purchase of a newer public works pickup. Annette Glennon made the motion to have Bernie proceed with the purchase. Mark Duncan seconded the motion.  Motion carried.


Having no other business, the motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Mark Duncan and seconded by Annette Glennon. Meeting was adjourned at 8:05 P.M.
