



HATTON CITY COUNCIL REORGANIZATION

 MEETING MINUTES 
June 26, 2012
The Hatton City Council held its Reorganizational meeting on Tuesday June 26, 2012, at 6:00 PM at Hatton City Hall. President of the City Council, Bernie Johnson called the meeting to order in the absence of Mayor Douglas Meier.
In attendance were council members Dave Vold, Bernie Johnson and Annette Glennon. The newly elected Council members, Kim Ostlie and Mark Duncan were present. Scott Phipps was absent. 
Mark Duncan made a motion to confirm the agenda. Annette Glennon seconded the motion. Motion carried.
The June 12, 2012 Election results, provided by the Traill County auditor’s office, were read and confirmed, For the Hatton City commission, Scott Phipps received 133 votes, Mark Duncan received 133 votes, and Kim Ostlie received 121 votes.   The motion was made by Dave Vold to accept the Confirmation of the election results and the newly elected council members. Annette Glennon seconded the motion. Motion carried.

Kim Ostlie and Mark Duncan took the Oath of Office as City Council Members. Scott Phipps took the oath of office prior to this meeting.

A roll call vote was taken with all Council members present voting unanimously to approve the appointments:  
Dave Vold made the motion to elect Bernie Johnson as the Hatton City Council’s President for another term. Mark Duncan seconded the motion. Motion carried.

David Vold-----------------------Police.

Mark Duncan---------------------Beautification.

Scott Phipps-----------------------Sanitation and Garbage.

Kim Ostlie-------------------------Streets.

Annette Glennon------------------Pool.

Bernie Johnson--------------------Streets and Purchasing.

Annette Glennon declined the pool portfolio assignment. The Council will be reviewing the pool portfolio and making an assignment designation at a future meeting. 

Annette Glennon made the motion to adjourn. Bernie seconded the motion.  Meeting adjourned at 7:05 PM.
