



HATTON CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

July 1, 2013
6:00 P.M.

 Mayor Doug Meier called the meeting to order and opened with the Pledge of Allegiance on Monday July 1, 2013 at 6:00 P.M.  Council members attending were: Kim Ostlie, Annette Glennon, Bernie Johnson, Mark Duncan, Scott Phipps and Dave Vold.
 Special Guests Were: Don Wamstad, David Dokken (addition to the agenda) and Pat Ellis.   Others in attendance were Arik Solheim, Jackie Buchwitz and Deputy Conrad Steinhaus.

Don Wamstad from Hatton Granite submitted a new building permit application for the new construction of an enclosed, heated building that will be used for storage and displaying monuments. He also submitted a request for a 100% tax exemption for 5 years for the new business expansion. Dave Vold made the motion to accept and approve the building permit application submitted by Hatton Granite. Scott Phipps seconded the motion.  Motion carried.  Bernie Johnson made the motion to accept and approve the request for a 100%, 5 year tax exemption for the expansion of Hatton Granite’s existing business. Scott Phipps seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
David Dokken spoke to the council on behalf of the Zoar Lutheran church.  During the heavy rainfalls, Zoar Lutheran church suffered many problems with water coming into the basement.  David was looking for any ideas or assistance from the Council as to what Zoar Lutheran church could do to alleviate this water problem and the damage that was caused. The City Council suggested that Zoar contact Naastad Bros. Inc. about filling in the lot and tapering the fill away from the foundation.  The council also asked Arik Solheim if (in his spare time) he would be able to bring over some fill for the church to use.
The City Council reviewed the quote that Laser Systems submitted for some video analog cameras.  It is an option that the City council is deliberating on to stem the abuse of the City’s brush pile. The discussion and decision was tabled for a later meeting.

Bernie Johnson made a motion to accept the Minutes of June 3, 2013 Council Meetings, Mark Duncan seconded the motion. Motion carried.

Pat Ellis reported to the City Council about the status of the Hatton Swimming Pool.  She gave a special accolade to the Hatton Fire Department for doing the “Mock Rescue” with the pool employees and attendants. Pat said “It went very well and the pool staff and swimmers liked the learning experience that was provided.”

Arik Solheim presented the maintenance report. Annette Glennon made the motion to have Arik look into larger, more defined signage for the brush pile. Dave Vold seconded the motion.  Motion carried. 

 The City Council asked Jackie to check with The league of Cities and find out what other Cities, that provide a yard waste or brush pile for its’ residents, do that enables their residents to appreciate and not abuse this service. The council will be reviewing the findings and determine if the City will continue to provide this service without having to generate special ordinances or fines.
Annette Glennon made a motion to accept the maintenance report. Bernie Johnson seconded the motion.  Motion Carried. 
Deputy Conrad Steinhaus gave a brief report and informed the council of the speed marker.  Kim Ostlie made the motion to approve the Police report.  Mark Duncan seconded the motion. Motion Carried.
Dave Vold made the motion to approve the Auditor’s June financial reports as presented. Kim Ostlie seconded the motion.  Motion carried. The Council reviewed the building permit applications submitted by Douglas Meier, Joy Vaagene and Jean Pladson.  Dave Vold made the motion to accept and approve the building permits.  Annette Glennon seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Dave Vold will be submitting a letter to Sunde regarding information about his property.  Mark Duncan suggested that the “Yard of the Month” designation and decision making be taken over by the Beautification committee. Annette Glennon spoke about some resident’s yard that have become unsightly and possibly need letters generated.
