



HATTON CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

July 5, 2016
6:00 P.M.

 Mayor Douglas Meier called the meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance on Tuesday July 5, 2016 at 6:05 P.M.
 Council members attending were: Bernie Johnson, David Vold, Kim Ostlie, Curtis Huus, Mark Duncan and Annette Glennon.  Also in attendance was Jackie Buchwitz. 
There was no Police report or maintenance report.  
Bernie Johnson made a motion to accept the Minutes of the June 6, 2016 Council Meeting. Curtis Huus seconded the motion. Motion carried. Annette Glennon made the motion to approve the June 28, 2016 Reorganizational Meeting. Kim Ostlie seconded. Motion carried.
After The Councils’ review, Dave Vold made the motion to approve the June 2016 financial reports, Bernie Johnson seconded. Motion carried.

Mark Duncan seconded the Motion.  Motion carried.
The appointment of a City Attorney, which was tabled from the June 28th Reorganizational meeting, came up for discussion. Annette Glennon made the motion to appoint Sarah Wear from The Ohnstad Twitchell Law Firm. Mark Duncan seconded the motion. Upon approval by a majority vote, Mayor Doug Meier appointed Sarah Wear as the City of Hatton’s attorney for the next two years.

Bernie Johnson and David Vold discussed their ongoing negotiations with the Hatton Economic Development Corporation regarding the purchase of property owned by Robert and Gorgeanne Ferguson for future development.
Bernie Johnson stated that; The Hatton Economic Development Corporation has asked that the City of Hatton share the agreed upon purchase price of $35,000.00 to buy the property, located at 302 Dakota Avenue, from the Fergusons and the cost of $21,675.00, to have the property cleared based on a quote provided by Naastad Brothers Inc.
 Mark Duncan made the motion to approve Hatton Economic Development Corporations request and pay $17,500.00 for the ½ share of the property purchase and the $10,837.50 for the ½ share of the bid provided by the Naastad Brother Inc. for the clearing of the Ferguson property, with the stipulation that the City of Hatton’s Attorney, Sarah Wear, will review and approve the language of said purchase agreements that will be drawn up between the Ferguson’s and the Hatton Economic Development Corporation. Annette Glennon seconded the motion. Motion carried with a unanimous vote.
Bernie Johnson made a motion to accept a second proposal from Minn-Dak Asphalt Inc. for $9,312.00 to extend the Milling to cover the entire street of Railroad Ave. This makes the total cost of  Minn-Dak Asphalt Inc.’s bid to Mill the entire street on Railroad Ave.

$45,112.00.  Mark Duncan seconded the motion. Upon approval by all, Motion carried.

Dave Vold made the motion; that the City Council host an appreciation Celebration sometime in the fall of 2016, in honor of the Hatton Beautification Committee and its’  members for all of the hard work and time they have donated and dedicated to keeping The City of Hatton “Beautiful.” Annette Glennon seconded the motion and agreed to spearhead the plans for the celebration with the help of Mark Duncan, Dave Vold, Kim Ostlie and the other council members. Motion carried.
The building permit applications submitted by; Darold & Sue Mattern, Jesse & Michelle Bye, and Morris Ostmo were reviewed.

Bernie made the motion to approve and grant building permits to all applicants. Kim Ostlie seconded the motion. Motion Carried.
Having no other business, Mark Duncan made the motion to adjourn; seconded by Curtis Huus.  Meeting was adjourned at 7:07P.M.
