








HATTON CITY COUNCIL MEETING 







MINUTES

July 7, 2014






    6:00 P.M.

 Mayor Doug Meier called the meeting to order on Monday July 7, 2014 at 6:00 P.M. with the Pledge of Allegiance. Council members attending were: David Vold, Bernie Johnson, Mark Duncan, Kim Ostlie, Scott Phipps and Curtis Huus. Special Guests were: Steve Heskin, Glen and Loretta Grad and Pat Ellis. Others in attendance were: Arik Solheim, Jackie Buchwitz and Deputy Conrad Steinhaus from the Traill County Sherriff’s Dept.
Glenn & Loretta Grad approached the City Council regarding a new single family residence they are building on Marcourt Drive.  They requested the approval of their building permit application and their application for tax exemption of 2-yr, single-family residential property. Bernie Johnson made the motion to approve the Grad’s building permit application and the 2 Yr. tax exemption requests for the years 2015 and 2016. David Vold seconded the motion. Motion for both requests from Glen & Loretta Grad passed unanimously.
Arik Solheim presented the maintenance report; he spoke about the water main break on Durham Ave. and how, as the main line valve bolts continue to deteriorate, the cost of replacing them with the stainless steel bolts that should have been used when the 1988 water project was done will continue to be substantial.  This topic will be presented again during the special meeting with Moore engineering on July 16, 2014. Bernie Johnson made a motion to approve the maintenance report.  Curtis Huus seconded the motion. Motion carried. 

The topic of changing the zoning for the Askew Funeral Home from commercial to residential was discussed. Scott Phipps made the motion to change the zoning on the Askew Funeral home from a Commercial zone to a residential zone.  Kim Ostlie seconded the motion. Motion carried. 
Steve Heskin approached the City Council with a request for a 2 year tax exemption of his single family residence that he is building on Marcourt Drive.  Dave Vold made a motion to approve Heskin’s request for the 2 year tax exemption, for the years 2015 and 2016.  Mark Duncan seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously.
The City Council reviewed the Building permit and the Demolition applications that were submitted by Bill & Sharon Hoffman, Joel Heskin and Rodney & Julie Thompson. After some discussion, Bernie Johnson made the motion to accept and approve the aforementioned building permit applications, with the following stipulations placed on the approval of Joel Heskin’s demolition application. “The building and old shed will be removed; the ground will be leveled and filled in. No junk will be allowed to be placed onto the property. “This must all be completed by the August 4th Council meeting.”  “If not completed by the August 4th Council meeting, Joel must attend that meeting to address the City council.”   Kim Ostlie seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously. 
Pat Ellis spoke to the Council briefly about the status of the Hatton pool; she requested a wage increase for Betty Hurst of $1.00 per hour.  Bernie made the motion to increase Hurst’s hourly wage from $10.00 to $11.00 dollars per hour.  Mark Duncan seconded the motion. Motion carried.

Bernie Johnson made the motion to accept the minutes of the June 2, 2014, and the June 24th Reorganizational Council Meetings. Mark Duncan seconded the motion, motion carried.

Kim Ostlie made the motion to approve the Auditor’s June financial reports as presented.  Curtis Huus seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

The City Council will meet for two special meetings in July. They will meet with Moore Engineering on July 16, 2014 at 5:30 PM, and with Paul Kalibabky from Waste Management of ND on July 29, 2014 at a 10:00 AM meeting.


Having no other business, the motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Mark Duncan and seconded by Curtis Huus. Meeting was adjourned at 7:55 P.M.
