



HATTON CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

6:00 P.M.
 Mayor Doug Meier called the meeting to order on Monday July 9, 2012 at 6:00 P.M.  Council members attending were: Bernie Johnson, Kim Ostlie, Annette Glennon, Dave Vold, Scott Phipps and Mark Duncan.
 Special Guest Was: Bill Schalow from OSI Advisors Public Finance. Others in attendance were: Deputy Conrad Steinhaus, Pat Ellis, Arik Solheim and Jackie Buchwitz.
Bill Schalow from OS Advisors Inc. returned to the Hatton City Council meeting as a follow up from April’s meeting.  He presented to the City Council the final bids and Refunding papers from Northlands Securities Inc., showing the final specifications of the Refunding Improvement Bonds, Series 2012.  Annette Glennon made a motion to adopt a Resolution Authorizing the Issuance and Establishing the Terms and Conditions of $1,460,000.00 Refunding Improvement Bonds, Series 2012. The bonds will be used to pay off the current USDA loan and enable the City to save approximately $212,648,000.00 in interest charges over the next 16 years. Scott Phipps seconded the motion. A Roll Call vote was taken with all Council Members voting to approve and adopt the Resolution. Motion Carried.
Bernie Johnson made a motion to allow Jackie to attend the NDPERS Pre Retirement Education Program that will be held on October 3, 2012 in Grand Forks.  Mark Duncan seconded the motion. Motion carried.

Annette Glennon made the motion to accept the minutes of the June 26, 2012 Reorganizational meeting. Dave Vold seconded the motion. Motion carried.  Scott Phipps made a motion to approve the minutes of the June 4, 2012 Council Meeting. Mark Duncan seconded the motion. Motion carried.
Pat Ellis, who has taken over the position as the Hatton Swimming Pool manager, addressed the City Council and presented a brief report on the pool activities and her plans as manager for the rest of this season. Additional signs will be ordered and placed at the pool. Annette Glennon has reconsidered and accepted the assignment of the Pool Portfolio.

Dave Vold suggested: “In 2013, the opening lifeguard meeting be held during the May or June City Council Meeting, to enable all council members and pool employees to meet.”
Arik Solheim presented the maintenance report. All Council members conveyed their appreciation to Arik and Ben for the excellent job they did in presenting the City for the July 4th Holiday.  Dave Vold made a motion to accept the maintenance report. Kim Ostlie seconded the motion. Motion Carried.

Scott Phipps made the motion to approve the police report as presented. Mark Duncan seconded the motion.  Motion Carried.

Bernie Johnson made the motion to approve the Auditor’s June financial reports.  Annette Glennon seconded the motion.  Motion carried. Kim Ostile seconded the motion.  Motion carried. 
Annette Glennon made a motion to accept the 2013 Preliminary Budget. Scott Phipps seconded the motion. Motion carried.

Bernie Johnson made a motion to accept the building permit application submitted by Troy Myron.  Annette Glennon seconded the motion. Motion carried.

Bernie Johnson led a discussion regarding the redistribution of the City’s “State Highway Tax” revenues received each month. His suggestion was that 25% of the revenues get placed directly into the “Equipment Replacement Fund” and 75% continue to go into the “State Highway Tax Fund.” Since the City does not receive any revenues especially designated for equipment replacement, this would provide the City with revenues to purchase equipment that may be needed in the coming years without having to take money out of the general fund. Annette Glennon made the motion to approve the redistribution of the “State Highway Tax” Revenues as suggested by Bernie Johnson. Scott Phipps seconded the motion. Motion carried.
Bernie Johnson also suggested that the City of Hatton contribute $5,000.00 to the Hatton Park Board for the “Grandstand Fund.” Discussion followed regarding this topic. Mark Duncan made the motion to approve the $5,000.00 contribution for the Hatton Park Board’s Grandstand Fund. Bernie seconded the motion. Motion carried.
With no further business, Scott Phipps made the motion to adjourn; seconded by Mark Duncan.  Meeting was adjourned at 8:00P.M.
