







              HATTON CITY COUNCIL MEETING
SPECIAL MEETING

JULY 16, 2014 5:30 PM

     
  The Hatton City Council held a special meeting on July 16, 2014 at 5:30 PM. at City Hall.
 Council members attending were:  Bernie Johnson, Kim Ostlie, Curtis Huus, Scott Phipps and David Vold.  Mark Duncan was absent. Special Guests were: Kyle Meyer and Brandon Oye from Moore Engineering. Others in attendance were: Jackie Buchwitz and Arik Solheim.  Mayor Doug Meir called the meeting to order.
Kyle Meyer and Brandon Oye from Moore Engineering met with the Hatton City Council to further discuss the city wide resurfacing project initially proposed in February of 2014. Moore Engineering presented a Preliminary Opinion of Probable Costs to the City Council.
Bernie Johnson made a motion to direct Moore Engineering to prepare a “Draft Engineer’s Report” for the proposed street project. Scott Phipps seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously. The “Draft Engineers Report” will give a more refined cost estimate for the project. The finished “Draft Engineers Report” will be reviewed by the Public Works Committee.
Bernie Johnson, Kim Ostlie, Arik Solheim and Doug Meier will make up the “Public Works Committee” who will review the engineer’s report, the plans and specs.
Kyle Meyer also spoke to the City Council about some options regarding the City Water Tower. He gave the Council examples of doing a water tower rehab verses a complete water tower replacement.  Kyle stated that a new water tower could cost as much as $1,000,000.00. The City of Hatton would qualify for grant money through Rural Development, but will not qualify for a Community Block Development Grant. Moore suggested the City hire a firm to do a complete, detailed assessment and inspection of the City water tower, to aid in the decision making process when the city wishes to proceed with the project.
 Kim Ostlie made the motion to contact KLM Engineering Inc. for a detailed inspection on the existing water tower. Curtis Huus seconded the motion. Motion Carried.
Having no other business to discuss, Curtis Huus made a motion to adjourn. Kim seconded the motion. Meeting adjourned at 7:24 PM.
