



HATTON CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

August 5, 2013
6:00 P.M.
 Mayor Doug Meier called the meeting to order, with the Pledge of Allegiance, on Monday August 5, 2013 at 6:00 P.M.  Council members attending were: Bernie Johnson, David Vold, Mark Duncan, Kim Ostlie and Annette Glennon.  Scott Phipps was absent

Arik Solheim presented the maintenance report. A discussion was held regarding the need for a different street sweeper for the City. Bernie Johnson and Arik have been in contact with different vendors to research the availability and approximate prices of a newer model street sweeper.  Mark Duncan made the motion to approve the purchase of a newer used street sweeper based on Arik and Bernie’s final results. Annette Glennon seconded the motion. Motion carried.  The approximate cost of $65,000.00 for the street sweeper will be included in the Preliminary Budget for the 2013 estimated expenditures. Annette Glennon made the motion to accept the maintenance report.  Bernie Johnson seconded the motion.  Motion Carried.
