



HATTON CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

6:00 P.M.
 Vice President Bernard Johnson called the meeting to order on Tuesday September 4, 2012 at 6:00 P.M.  Council members attending were: Bernie Johnson, Annette Glennon, David Vold, Kim Ostlie, Mark Duncan and Scott Phipps.
 Special Guests Were: Sheriff Mike Crocker and Pat Ellis. Others in attendance: Jackie Buchwitz.
 Mayor Doug Meier was absent.
Sheriff Mike Crocker addressed the council to present the proposed 2013 Traill County police budget. Sheriff Crocker informed the council that Hatton’s share of the 2013 proposed budget would increase by $12,515.50. This proposed police budget increase will also be presented to Portland and will be finalized by the October meeting.
Pat Ellis addressed the City council to discuss her goals as pool manager for next season and requested that the council consider a per hour merit bonus for the lifeguards for this season. She also asked that the city council approve a request to cover a portion of the lifeguard’s certification expenses.
 After some discussion regarding the per hour merit bonuses, Dave Vold made a motion to award Stephanie Iverson a $250.00 dollar bonus, Chrystal Olson a $120.00 dollar bonus, Karissa Jerome a $120.00 dollar bonus, Chris Wilson a $165.00 dollar bonus and Grant  Belgaard a $45.00 dollar bonus. Kim Ostlie seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously.
Mark Duncan made a motion stating; “Effective with the 2012 season, the City will help cover the costs for the aquatic certifications that the lifeguards must take. The City would pay a cap of $100.00 to be paid out in increments of $50.00 per year, for each lifeguard that gets certified. Annette Glennon seconded the motion. Motion carried.  Karissa Jerome and Chrystal Olson will each receive $50.00 this year and the remaining $50.00 at the close of the 2013 swimming season. 
Annette Glennon made a motion to accept the City Council meeting minutes of August 6, 2012 and the August 21, 2012 special meeting regarding the Swimming Pool Trespassing.  Mark Duncan seconded the motion. Motion carried.
Mark Duncan made the motion to approve the Auditor’s August financial reports.    Annette Glennon seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Mark Duncan seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
Annette Glennon made a motion to approve the following 2012 tax inclusions that will be submitted to the Traill County Auditor in October: Jerad Monson; $846.50, Brad Lizakowski; $907.00, Mateao Martinez; $1,135.82, Efron Borjon; -$592.95, Sheri Pearlstein; $580.97 and Thomas Gressman; $896.25. Mark Duncan seconded the motion. All Council members voted to approve. Motion carried.
Mark Duncan made a motion to approve the five building permit applications that were submitted by Richard Guzal, Curtis and Barb Huus, David and Kayla Smith, Brian Parsons, and Mark & Faye Duncan.  Annette Glennon seconded the motion. Motion to accept & approve all building permit applications carried.

The 2013 Final budget was reviewed by the City Council. With the projected increase in the police budget from Traill County, Hatton’s final budget will be changed and submitted for approval at Octobers meeting.​​​​​​​​​​​​​​​​
