



HATTON CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

September 8, 2015
6:00 P.M.

 Mayor Douglas Meier called the meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance on Tuesday September 8, 2015 at 6:05 P.M.
  Council members attending were: Bernie Johnson, David Vold, Kim Ostlie, Curtis Huus, Scott Phipps and Mark Duncan.  Special guest was: Dana Boe from the Hatton Free Press. Also in attendance was Jackie Buchwitz. 
The Agenda was confirmed with the addition of one additional Building Permit application for the City Council to review and approve and the removal of the 2016 Final Budget Draft from the Agenda.  The 2016 Annual Budget will not be ready for review and approval until the October 5th, 2015 meeting.
The City Council reviewed e-mail and correspondence from Moore Engineering relating to the Bank of North Dakota Infrastructure Revolving Loan Fund.  The purpose of the program provides loans to political subdivisions for essential infrastructure projects.  Moore Engineering provided the City with the information and felt that “this could be a great opportunity for the City to get a very low interest rate (2.00%) for funding on the street project.”  “The low interest rate would help tremendously on the total interest paid through special assessments over 15 years.” According to the information obtained by Moore Engineering from Bob Humann of the Bank of North Dakota, “this program took effect July 1, 2015, The Bank of North Dakota is not ready to roll out the program yet, they are in the process of putting together a ranking system for the projects to utilize this money. The intent is that the ranking system and application will be ready in August and that there will be a 2-3 month application window for communities to apply for this money.  The Bank will then rank the projects so that the projects eligible for money are ready to go for 2016 construction.The breakdown of the funds is $50 Million for communities under the populations of $2,000; and 100 Million for communities with populations greater than 2,000.  Projects will be prioritized based on whether or not they’ve leveraged other funds. Street projects will rank high because there are few options out there for funds.”  Bernie Johnson made the motion to have Moore Engineering look into this further and present the City Council with a report of how this would affect the cost of the 2012 Street project and the specials that would be assessed to the property owners.  He motioned that Moore Engineering provide this information to the City at “No Charge.” Curtis Huus seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
Kim Ostlie made a motion to accept the Minutes of the August 3, 2015 Council Meeting, Scott Phipps seconded. Motion carried.
After The Councils’ review, Scott Phipps made the motion to approve the August 2015 financial reports, Mark Duncan seconded. Motion carried.

 Curtis Huus made the motion to approve the publication of the 2016 Preliminary Budget Statement. Kim Ostlie seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Kim Ostlie made the following motion in accordance with the (NDCC40-14-04); that at this first meeting in September during this odd-numbered year, that the City of Hatton keep the appointed  Meyer Group as the City of Hatton’s Assessor.  Scott Phipps seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanoumously.

The newly proposed “Litter Ordinance” tabled from August’s meeting was again discussed at length by the City council.  Dave Vold made the motion to add an addendum to the Current Ordinance # 203A addressing tall grasses to include the issue of mowing grass clippings into the streets as a violation and that any violators will receive a 24 hour notification to remove said grass clippings or be in violation of the ordinance and receive a $50.00 fine.  Mark Duncan seconded the motion.  Motion carried.  Council authorized the revision of Ordinance # 203 and will have a First and Second Reading and passage in the coming months.
Mark Duncan made the motion to approve the building permit applications submitted by: Charles Peterson, Glen Grad, Nathan Thingelstad and Jeff & Michele Leyrer upon the approval of the entire zoning committee.  Kim Ostlie seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Scott Phipps made the motion to approve the attendance of Jackie Buchwitz to the 2015 85TH NDLC Annual Conference, which will be held in Fargo on September 24th, 25th and 26th. Kim Ostlie seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
Dave Vold made a request that Ordinance # 237A Relating to Building permits within the City of Hatton be revised to add an addendum to section Five, stating that, The building permit remain valid for 24 months from date of issuance and the Demolition Permit time frame be limited to 30 days from the date of issuance.  The Ordinance will be rewritten with the addition of the new addendum and presented at future Council meetings for the First, Second and Final adoption.
Having no other business, Mark Duncan made the motion to adjourn; seconded by Scott Phipps.  Meeting was adjourned at 7:35P.M.
