



HATTON CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

October 5, 2015
6:00 P.M.

 Mayor Douglas Meier called the meeting to order on October 5, 2015 at 6:20 P.M.
 Council members attending were: Bernie Johnson, David Vold, Kim Ostlie and Mark Duncan. Scott Phipps and Curtis Huus were absent. Jackie Buchwitz was also in attendance. 
Mark Duncan made the motion to accept the Minutes of the September 8, 2015 Council Meeting. Kim Ostlie seconded. Motion carried.
There was no maintenance report as Arik Solheim was on vacation.

After The Councils’ review, Kim Ostlie made the motion to approve the September 2015 financial reports, Bernie Johnson seconded. Motion carried. 
 Bernie Johnson made a motion to approve the payments of the following bills: Aflac; $398.13, BC/BS; $905.40, Business Forms and Accounting; $783.81,Card member Services; $307.62, Century Link; $138.62, Dakota Supply Group; $62.51, Gaffaney’s; $492.86, Grand Forks Traill Water Dist.; $8069.84, Grand Forks Utility Billing; $54.50, Hatton Co-op Oil; $1,288.95, Hatton Economic Development; $1,797.48, Hatton Free Press; $123.51, Hawkins Inc..; $1,015.20, John Deere Financial; $124.81, Laker Chemical; $1,805.40, Marco Inc.; $135.00, Mayport Hardware Hank; $35.48, Midcontinent Communications; $177.71, Millers Fresh Foods; $307.02, ND Dept. of Health; $16.00, NDPERS; $1,026.80, Orvis & Marilyn Bye; $50.00, Reynolds United Co-op; $76.20, Traill County Treasurer; $4,498.00, US Treasury;$3,119.38, U.S. Postal Service; $118.65, Velocity Metal Works; $312.00, Verizon Wireless; $91.06, Waste Management of ND; $9,441.67, Xcel Energy(Street Lighting); $1,539.99, and Xcel Energy(City Utilities); $1,098.93.  Kim Ostlie seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
Upon final review of the 2016 Hatton City Budget, Kim Ostlie made a motion and Mark Duncan seconded the motion to approve the Final 2016 Hatton City Budget. Motion approved and carried by all.  

Bernie Johnson made the motion to approve the Mileage reimbursement request submitted by Jackie Buchwitz for $85.10. Kim Ostlie seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

The City Council reviewed and discussed two tax abatement requests submitted by Janet Meyer on behalf of Matt & Teresa Kampaugh. Kampaughs requested an abatement or refund of their property taxes at 623 Truman Ave. in Hatton for the years 2013 and 2014. Mark Duncan made the motion to deny the abatement request for the following reasons: Kampaugh’s abandoned the property early in 2014 after living in it for 1 year, They did not maintain the property and did not keep the city informed of their intentions regarding the property and they are delinquent $831.38 on their utility payments to the city since May of 2014. Kim Ostlie seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
The City Council evaluated and discussed the Letters of Certification and the delinquent dollar amounts that will be Certified to the County for inclusion onto the specials of each designated property by November 1, 2015:  Kim Ostlie made the motion to approve the mailing of the Certification Letters, the dollar amounts and the inclusion of such onto the specials of the properties for the following Utility Customers, if the delinquent amounts are not paid in full to the city prior to October 27, 2015.: Diana Hood; $373.16, Patrick & Sierra Davis; $162.50, Matt Claveau; $1,198.76, Matt & Teresa Kampaugh; $482.71, Fernando & Tina Roman; $926.00, Lance Dahl; $329.15 and Heath Adamsen; $437.71. Mark Duncan seconded the motion.  Motion Carried. 
The Council reviewed and waived the building permit request submitted by the Hatton Eielson Museum. Mark Duncan made the motion that no permit was needed and the $32.00 permit fee be refunded to them. Bernie Johnson seconded the motion. Motion carried.

Bernie Johnson suggested that every gate valve in the entire City of Hatton be checked. He will mention it to Arik. 

Kim Ostlie will be discussing the maintenance and repair of some of the pot holes in the streets with Arik.
Having no other business, Mark Duncan made the motion to adjourn; seconded by Kim Ostlie.  Meeting was adjourned at 7:35P.M.
