





HATTON CITY COUNCIL MEETING 







MINUTES







       November 3, 2014

 Mayor Doug Meier called the meeting to order on Monday, November 3, 2014 at 6:04 P.M. with the Pledge of Allegiance. Council members attending were:  Bernie Johnson, Mark Duncan, Dave Vold, Kim Ostlie, Curtis Huus and Scott Phipps. Special Guests were: Erin Musland from Ohnstad Twichell Law office, Gaard Rops and Kyle Myers from Moore Engineering, Traill County Sheriff Mike Crocker, Jim Johnson from the Traill County Tribune, Dana Boe from the Hatton Free Press and Todd and Janet Erickson. Others in attendance were: Jackie Buchwitz, Arik Solheim and Traill County Deputy Conrad Steinhaus.
Sheriff Mike Crocker will be stepping down as the Traill County Sheriff and wished to expressed his thanks to the Hatton City Council for all they have done over the years to help the Traill County Sherriff’s Department. Best wishes were extended to Sheriff Crocker in his new endeavors.

Deputy Steinhaus spoke to the City Council regarding Pet Ordinances to replace the current Hatton City Pet Ordinance 230. On October 23, 2014, Deputy Steinhaus, Deputy Steve Hunt, Ed Lennaburg, from the Portland City Council and Jackie Buchwitz met at the Hatton City Hall to draft new versions of the City of Hatton’s current Pet Ordinance # 230. Pet Ordinance # 313 Relating to Dogs and Cats and Ordinance #314 Relating to the Control and Protection of Animals, Birds and Fowl, were submitted to the City Council by Deputy Steinhaus. He requested that the council review and declare the First Reading of the new Pet Ordinances.  Bernie Johnson made the motion to declare the 1ST Reading on the New Pet Ordinance numbers 313 and 314. Dave Vold seconded the motion. Motion carried and the First reading was conducted. The second reading and passage of the New Pet ordinances will be held during the December 1, 2014 Council meeting.
Scott Phipps made a motion to accept the police report. Curtis Huus seconded the motion. Motion carried.
Kyle Meyer and Gaard Rops from Moore Engineering presented the City Council with the results of the protest results from the 2015 Street Improvement Project.  Having less than 25% protests of the Project area to be improved, Mark Duncan made the motion to adopt the Resolution determining that Not Sufficient protests were filed on Improvement in Street Improvement District no. 2015-1. Curtis Huus seconded the motion. On roll call vote, the following members voted aye: Scott Phipps, Kim Ostlie, Bernie Johnson, David Vold, Mark Duncan and Curtis Huus.  With all voting Aye, the motion carried and the resolution was duly adopted. The City Council then discussed the options left open to them regarding the project. Option 1: Go ahead with the entire project,  Option 2: Make a motion to reject the entire project, or Option 3: Look into having the project completed in separate phases.
 Bernie Johnson made the motion to have Moore Engineering present the 2015 Street Improvement District project in several phases so that the City Council could consider doing the project in three or more phases. Scott Phipps seconded the motion. A roll call vote was taken with all members voting to approve the motion.  Motion carried.  Moore Engineering will be going back to reevaluate the neediest areas and submit this information to the City Council.
The Grand Forks Landfill Contract was reviewed. Kim Ostlie made the motion to approve the Grand Forks 10 year Landfill Contract. Scott Phipps seconded the motion. Motion carried.


Kim Ostlie made the motion to accept the minutes of the October 6, 2014 City Council Meeting.  Curtis Huus seconded the motion, motion carried.


Dave Vold made the motion to approve the Auditor’s October financial reports as presented. Bernie Johnson seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Bernie made the motion to accept the October Municipal Court report.  Kim seconded the motion. Motion Carried.

Mark Duncan seconded the motion.  Motion Carried.
The City Council reviewed the building permit applications submitted by Sheri Pearlstein and the Hatton Farmers Elevator. The Council decided to postpone the approval of the building permit application submitted by the Hatton Farmers Elevator until more information is obtained.  Curtis Huus made the motion to approve the building permit application submitted by Sheri Pearlstein. Mark Duncan seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously.


Having no other business, the motion to adjourn was made by Mark Duncan and seconded by Scott Phipps. Meeting was adjourned at 7:35P.M.
