



HATTON CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

November 5, 2012
6:00 P.M.

 Mayor Doug Meier called the meeting to order on Monday November 5, 2012 at 6:00 P.M.   Members attending were: Mayor Doug Meier, Kim Ostlie, David Vold, Scott Phipps, Mark Duncan and Bernie Johnson.  Annette Glennon was absent. 
 Special guests were: Dawn Heskin, David Brandon and Conrad Steinhaus. Also in attendance; Jackie Buchwitz.
David Brandon approached the City Council with a written request asking the City to purchase from Traill County, Parcel #: 28 0001 4297 030, legal description of W. 35’ OF N 85’OF LOT 5 SE ¼ 18-148 A-.07 (ADDRESS: 801 10TH ST), with the stipulation that he be allowed to purchase the above mentioned parcel from the City for the sum of $50.00. David also stipulated that he would be responsible for the property cleanup and removal of the trailer that sits on that parcel.  Bernie made a motion to approve David Brandon’s request. Kim Ostlie seconded the motion. Motion carried. 
 David Brandon also submitted a building permit application for 801 10Th St. Scott Phipps made the motion to approve the Building permit application, Mark Duncan Seconded the motion. Motion carried.
Dawn Heskin spoke to the council regarding changing or updating the City of Hatton’s website.  She asked the council for input as to the content and any help they could provide in the updating of the site.  After the discussion of various website formats, content ideas and the financial costs for updating or changing the website, Scott Phipps made a motion to allow Dawn, with the assistance of Mayor Doug Meier, to change and update the Hatton City Website while keeping the expense, to the City’s sales tax fund, within $1,000.00.  Mark Duncan seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
Dawn Heskin; representing the Hatton Park Board, submitted a check for $24.00 for 12 nights of Camper water usage at the City Campground for the 2012 season. She also presented the council with the 2013 contract agreement between the Hatton Park District and The city of Hatton.  Bernie Johnson motioned to approve the 2013 Contract with the Hatton Park District. David Vold seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
Deputy Conrad Steinhaus presented to the City council, the Police budget that the Traill County commissioners approved for 2013. The total increase for the City of Hatton is $9,150.00 per year. The total cost for 2013 per city will be $53,138.20. Scott Phipps made the motion to approve the 2013 Police budget increase.  Kim Ostlie seconded the motion.  Motion carried. Scott Phipps also made the motion to accept the police report. Mark Duncan seconded the motion. Motion carried.
Bernie Johnson made a motion to accept the Minutes of the October 1, 2012 Council Meeting. Kim Ostlie seconded the motion. Motion carried.
Dave Vold made a motion to approve the October financial reports. Scott Phipps seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Bernie Johnson seconded the motion.  Motion carried. 
Jackie Buchwitz presented to the council a list of the 2013 City Council Meeting dates, times and locations. Dave Vold made the motion to accept the 2013 council meetings dates and times as provided. Bernie Johnson seconded the motion. Motion carried.  The 2013 Council Meetings list will be posted on the Hatton City Website for the convenience of Hatton’s residents.

The City council discussed some of the financial details of the completed City Signage Grant project. This Discussion was tabled until a later meeting.
 The Council discussed a letter sent to Mayor Doug Meier from the Hatton Community Club requesting that the City oversee or take over some of the duties of one of the sub-committees on the Hatton Community Club. The City Council decided to take no action at this time and postpone the discussion until more detailed information becomes available.
The City has signed an “Authorization to Purchase” from Mid States wireless and Motorola Solutions for radios and radio equipment as part of the $3,000.00 Radio Grant that Sheriff Mike Crocker has been able to obtain for Traill County and the City of Hatton. The Hatton Fire District will receive 3 radios and charger equipment, Hatton City Shop will receive two radios and charger equipment.  When the products arrive the City of Hatton will pay for the equipment and then be reimbursed out of the Grant proceeds from Traill County.

David Vold suggested to the Council that the City of Hatton pay a garage rental fee for the police vehicle during the winter.  Bernie made the motion that the city of Hatton pay $150.00 to Deputy Steinhaus for the rental of his garage for the police vehicle.
Dave Vold seconded the motion.  Motion carried.​​​​​​​​​​​​​​​
