



HATTON CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

March 2, 2015
6:00 P.M.
 Mayor Doug Meier and Kayse Dusterhoft called the meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance on March 2, 2015 at 6:00 P.M.
  Council members attending were: Bernie Johnson, David Vold, Kim Ostlie, Scott Phipps, Curtis Huus and Mark Duncan. Special guests were: Kayse Dusterhoft. Also in attendance: Arik Solheim, Jackie Buchwitz and Dana Boe from the Hatton Free Press.
 The meeting opened with David Vold introducing Hatton’s “Mayor for a Day” recipient Kayse Dusterhoft.  Kayse is the daughter of Jenny and Tom Dusterhoft and a senior at Hatton Public School. She presided over the Council meeting with the assistance of Mayor Doug Meier.
Scott Phipps made the motion to approve and accept the minutes from the February 2, 2015 council meeting.  Dave Vold seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
Arik Solheim gave a brief maintenance report.  Dave Vold made the motion to approve his report. Kim Ostlie seconded the motion. Motion carried.
Bernie Johnson made the motion to accept the February 2015 financial reports. Mark Duncan seconded. Motion carried.

Bernie Johnson made a motion to approve the payments of the following bills: Aflac; $324.46, Alexis Claveau; $100.00, Bank of N.D.; $2,812.81, BC/BS; $905.40, Card member Services; $117.99, Century Link; $137.33, Gaffaney’s; $111.98, Grand Forks Traill Water Dist.; $2,983.92, Hatton Economic Development; $2,616.25, Hatton Free Press; $126.96, Jackie Buchwitz; $46.00, Marco Inc.; $130.04, Midcontinent Communications; $171.80, Millers Fresh Foods; $31.29, ND Rural Water Systems; $225.00. ND Dept. of Health; $16.00, N.D. Workforce Safety; $2,172.60, NDPERS; $1,561.58, Ness Press; $25.00, Traill County Treasurer; $4,498.00, US Treasury; $2,338.99, USPS; $111.86, Verizon Wireless; $91.02, Waste Management of ND; $9,396.09, Xcel Energy (Street Lighting); $1,569.09, and Xcel Energy(City Utilities); $1,028.46. Curtis Huus seconded the Motion.  Motion carried.
Tabled from the February meeting, The Council picked up the discussion of eliminating the current Employee sick leave and vacation benefits in order tocombine them into a PTO (“Paid Time Off”) benefit. Mayor Meier requested each council member do some research on this topic and bring their ideas to the next council meeting. The PTO topic was tabled until the April 6, 2015 Council meeting.
Per Lowell Nelson’s recommendations for the Council, following the 2014 Audit presentation during the February meeting, Kim Ostlie made the motion to adopt the GASB Statement No. 68-Accounting and Financial Reporting for Pensions for the fiscal year ending December 31, 2015.  Curtis Huus seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
Bernie Johnson made the motion to approve Lowell Nelson’s recommendation that The Records Management Program and the Records Retention Schedule with Descriptions be included as part of a Revised Internal Control Policy effective March 2, 2015. The revised Internal Control policy was reviewed and The City council decided that they will follow the Records Retention and Management Program that the State of North Dakota established on July 1, 1961 with the enactment of the North Dakota Century Code (Chapter 54-46.) Scott Phipps seconded the motion.  Motion carried.  
Bernie Johnson made the motion to approve Lowell Nelson’s recommendation that any future Christmas cash bonuses be paid through the Payroll system.  Scott Phipps seconded the motion. Motion carried.
The Building permit application submitted by Richard Enger was reviewed. Scott Phipps made a motion to accept Engers’ application and grant him a building permit.  David Vold seconded the motion. Motion carried.
After reviewing a variety of statistics from a number of surrounding Cities, Dave Vold and Mark Duncan presented 3 proposals to the Council regarding a change in the City of Hatton’s existing building permit fees.  Currently the City is charging $25.00 for all new construction permits and $10.00 for all other building permits.  After reviewing the 3 new proposals submitted by Dave Vold and Mark Duncan, The City Council agreed to change the existing building permit Ordinance.  Scott Phipps made the motion to adopt a new amendment to the current Building permit Ordinance # 237 to include a revision to SECTION 3 regarding the permit fee to read:  $1.00-$2,000.00 (estimated cost of project) will be a $10.00 fee, plus $2.00 for each additional $1,000.00.  Kim Ostlie seconded the motion.  The City Council deemed this the First Reading of the Amended Ordinance. The Amended Building Permit Ordinance # 237 will take effect upon the conclusion of the second reading during the April 6, 2015 City Council Meeting.
Bernie Johnson informed the City Council that negotiations are currently taking place between the Hatton Economic Development Committee and Millers Fresh Foods.  
Mayor Doug Meier made the proclamation that the date selected for Hatton’s Arbor Day Celebration will be set by Councilman Mark Duncan.  Mark will determine the date after collaborating with Kevin Rogers at the Hatton Public School.
Mayor Meier informed the Council that The District 20 Public Forum Meet & Greet will be held at the Hatton Community Center on April 4, 2015 at 9:00 AM.
The Hatton City Council presented Kayse Dusterhoft with a $50.00 monetary award in honor of her “Mayor For a Day” participation.
Having no other business, Mark Duncan made the motion to adjourn; seconded by Kim Ostlie.  Meeting was adjourned at 7:34P.M.
