



HATTON CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

April 6, 2015
6:00 P.M.

 Mayor Douglas Meier called the meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance on April 6, 2015 at 6:05 P.M.
  Council members attending were: Bernie Johnson, David Vold, Kim Ostlie, Curtis Huus and Mark Duncan. Scott Phipps was absent. Special guests were: Kyle Meyer and Joel Luing from Moore Engineering, Melissa Beach and Roxanne Phipps from The Traill County EDC, Dana Boe from the Hatton Free Press and Pat Ellis, manager of the Hatton pool. Others in attendance were: Deputy Conrad Steinhaus, Arik Solheim and Jackie Buchwitz. 
Melissa Beach and Roxanne Phipps, from the Traill County EDC., presented the Hatton City Council with the 2014 Annual Report. They also submitted a Traill County Housing Demand Study Analysis and a Hatton Community Profile for the City of Hatton. This study shows the population trends and projections for the City of Hatton and Traill County from 2015 to 2030 and provides a guideline to the City in any decision making concerning future housing developments. According to the study, the City of Hatton is projected to have a population increase from 789 in 2015 to approximately 828 by 2030. The Traill County EDC posed this question to the City Council: “Does the City of Hatton want to be forward thinking about having more lot developments for future housing in order to meet the needs of the estimated projected population increase until the year 2030?”  
Pat Ellis presented a preliminary report on the 2015 pool Season, she questioned the council about any repairs that need to be finished and suggested that the privacy netting be replaced this year.  Pat also asked if the Mechanical pit at the swimming pool was going to be replaced this year.

Deputy Conrad Steinhaus presented the police report. Curtis Huus made the motion to accept the police report. Mark Duncan seconded the motion. Motion carried.
Arik Solheim gave a brief maintenance report.  City cleanup weekend was discussed.  The Council decided that The City cleanup this year will be a monitored cleanup and will be held on Friday, May 15, 2015, from 12:00 P.M. until 7:00 P.M., and Saturday, May 16, 2015, from 9:00 AM until 7:00 PM. at the Hatton City shop parking lot. 

  Dave Vold made the motion to approve the maintenance report. Kim Ostlie seconded the motion. Motion carried.
The City Council reviewed the Airborne Custom Spraying yearly contract. Bernie Johnson made the motion to approve the 2015 yearly contract from Airborne Custom Spraying. Kim Ostlie seconded the motion. Motion carried.

Maguire Iron, Inc. submitted a written evaluation of the Hatton Water Tower. Maguire Iron, Inc. stated: “The foundation looks good, the structure looks straight and in alignment, the leg connections to the tank are good, along with the plates in the shell and roof. All in all, the City of Hatton has done a good job of taking care of the tank and keeping up with most of the safety and sanitation upgrades. If you continue to maintain the tank as in the past, it should last indefinitely.” The City Council will use this evaluation to determine if the Water Tower will need to take precedence over the Street Repair Project.
Kyle Meyer and Joel Luing from Moore Engineering attended the meeting to address the City Council about how they want to proceed with the Street Project. “Now that the City won’t have to worry about the immediate needs of replacing the water tower, The Council should make a decision about the needs of the City regarding the repair of the City streets?” He stressed to the Council the importance of “doing something sooner than later.”  Stating that “The project costs will only increase if the City postpones the street project for 2, 3 or 5 years, and that now, as a benefit to the City and its’ property owners,  with the costs of oil down and interest rates still low, the time to start this project should not be postponed until a future date.” No decisions were made during this meeting.
The City Council reviewed a memorandum and a Safe drinking Water Act Certificate of Achievement, issued to the City of Hatton’s water system staff, from the North Dakota Dept. of Health. Mark Duncan made the motion that an article regarding this correspondence be printed in the Hatton Free Press. Bernie Johnson seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
The Council reviewed an estimate submitted by Northwest Asphalt & Maintenance, Inc. for the crack sealing of approximately 5,833 linear feet of city streets for the price of $3,500.00.  Bernie Johnson made the motion to approve the estimate. Kim Ostlie seconded the motion. Motion carried.
Curtis Huus made a motion to accept the Minutes of the March 2, 2015 Council Meeting.  David Vold seconded. Motion carried.
After The Councils’ review, Kim Ostlie made the motion to approve the March 2015 financial reports, Bernie Johnson seconded. Motion carried.  Dave Vold made a motion to approve the payments of the following bills: Aflac; $265.42,Banyon Data Systems; $3,004.00, Bernie Johnson; $40.00, BC/BS; $905.40, Business Forms & Accounting; $405.22,Card member Services; $379.37, Century Link; $137.33, Grand Forks Traill Water Dist.; $5,402.52, Hatton Co-op Oil; $504.03, Hatton Economic Development; $2,372.05, Hatton Free Press; $353.67, Kayse Dusterhoft; $50.00,Marco Inc.; $130.04, Midcontinent Communications; $169.15, NDPERS; $1,016.67, ND Dept. of Health; $16.00, Northwestern Equipment Inc.; $47.01, Overmoe & Nelson, LTD.; $7,800.00, Traill County Treasurer;  $4,498.00, US Treasury; $1,711.15, U.S. Postal Service; $112.88, Verizon Wireless; $91.02, Waste Management of ND; $9,348.33, Xcel Energy(Street Lighting); $1,568.68, and Xcel Energy(City Utilities); $956.86.  Mark Duncan seconded the Motion.  Motion carried.
The subject of changing of employee’s sick leave and vacation leave into PTO was briefly discussed.  The City Council has decided that in order to have sufficient time for research and discussion, they will re-address this topic at a special meeting.  The date and time of the special meeting to be decided at a later date.
Dave Vold made the motion to declare the 2nd Reading and Passage of Ordinance #:237-A, regarding the amendment of Section 3 of the Building Permit Ordinance. Mark Duncan Seconded the Motion. 
 Section 3 shall read as follows:   Every application for a Building and Demolition permit shall show, by lot and block numbers and address, the exact location of such contemplated activity and the cost or value of the completed work.  The building permit shall be issued, after review by the Zoning Commission and approval by the City Council, by the City Auditor upon the payment of a permit fee as follows:
All Building and Demolition Permits: $10.00 for the First ($1.00) Dollar through ($2,000.00) Two Thousand Dollars, with an additional $2.00 for each consecutive ($1,000.00) Thousand dollars. 

A roll call vote was taken with all members voting to approve.  Motion Carried.
A copy of Building Permit Ordinance No. 237-A can be obtained at Hatton City Hall and viewed on the Hatton City Website.

 The City Council   reviewed a newly revised building permit application. Curtis Huus made the motion to accept and approve the revisions to the Building Permit Application. Kim Ostlie seconded the motion. Motion carried.

The City Hall Office Copier/ scanner is at its life expectancy and the 5 year lease term has expired. Bernie Johnson made the motion to approve the acquisition of a new copier, with a new lease from Marco Inc., for the City Offices. Kim Ostlie seconded the motion.  All members approved.  Motion Carried.

Dave Vold made the motion to accept and approve the Building permit applications submitted by Arik Solheim and Hatton Apartments 1025 and 1027.  Curtis Huus seconded the motion. Motion carried.

David Vold spoke about the MAD MEN offering to do a yard cleanup for a property located on Wheat Ave. The Owner of the property will be contacted for permission to allow the clean up to proceed. 

Mark Duncan Stated that he is still working on the Arbor Day date selection.
Having no other business, Mark Duncan made the motion to adjourn; seconded by Curtis Huus.  Meeting was adjourned at 8:00P.M. 
The City Council will meet again on Tuesday April 14, 2015 at 6:00 P.M.  for the 2015 Tax Equalization Meeting.
