



HATTON CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

6:00 P.M.
Mayor Doug Meier called the meeting to order on Monday February 6, 2012 at 6:00 P.M.
 Council members attending were: Bernie Johnson, David Vold, Annette Glennon, Scott Phipps and Mark Duncan. Kim Ostlie was   absent.  Special Guests Were: State Senator from District 20, Phil Murphy, Carrie Foss from the Hatton Park Board, Gary Lillimoen from the Hatton Beautification Committee and Lowell Nelson from Overmoe & Nelson LTD. Others in attendance: Jackie Buchwitz and Deputy Conrad Steinhaus.
Senator Phil Murphy from District 20 addressed the City Council to express his appreciation for their service and support. He explained briefly that The District 20 lines have changed and talked about the Measure 2 item that will be coming up for a vote in the June election. Carrie Foss spoke to the Council regarding the Annual Agreement between the Park Board and the City of Hatton.  After some discussion, Bernie Johnson made the motion to renew the2012 agreement with no changes from last year. Scott Phipps seconded the motion. Motion carried. Gary Lillimoen presented the City Council with the financial statement from the Hatton Beautification Committee for the 2011 year and gave a brief summary of some of the items they hope to accomplish in 2012 and beyond.  Scott Phipps made the motion to accept the Financial and verbal report from the Hatton Beautification Committee. Annette Glennon seconded the motion. Motion carried.
Deputy Steinhaus informed the Council that the new Police car would be here late March. Scott Phipps made a motion to accept the police report.  Dave Vold seconded the motion. Motion carried.

Lowell Nelson presented the City Council with the completed audit of the financial statements of the City of Hatton as of December 31, 2011, the objectives of the audit and the opinions and findings of the 2011 Audit.  Copies of each of these Audit items are on file at Hatton City Hall for anyone that would like to review them. Bernie made the motion to accept the 2011 Audit and presentation. Annette Glennon seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
Mark Duncan made a motion to accept the Minutes of January 3, 2012 Council Meeting.  Bernie seconded the motion. Motion carried. Scott Phipps made the motion to approve the Auditor’s January financial reports.  Dave Vold seconded the motion.  Motion carried. Scott Phipps made the motion to approve the payments of the following bills:  Aflac; $202.42, Bank of ND.; $2,997.41, BC/BS; $566.90. Card member Services; $475.00, Century Link (Qwest) $74.00, Grand Forks Utility Billing; $54.50,Grand Forks Traill Water Dist.; $4,588.05, Hatton Co-op Oil; $144.52, Hatton Economic Development; $1,301.21, Hatton Free Press; $173.88, Hatton Park Board; $1,789.09, Johnson Pest Control; $50.00, Midcontinent Communications; $220.20, Naastad Bros. Inc; $925.00, ND Dept. of Health; $32.00,  ND One Call Concepts; $2.60, ND.Rural Water; $200.00, NDPERS; $491.17, ND Tax Commissioner; $278.12, Traill County Treasurer; $3,493.00, Traill County Treasurer; $7.94, US Treasury; $1,284.30, Verizon Wireless (2 Months); $164.35, Waste Management of ND; $8,343.65, Xcel Energy(Street Lighting); $1,408.52 and Xcel Energy(City Utilities); $880.84.  Bernie Johnson seconded the motion.  Motion carried. 
The Council reviewed a letter sent to them from the Traill County Economic Development inviting them to take part in a City Signage Grant program that will encourage development of or replacement of existing or deteriorated city signage. The Grant is a 1.1 match, maximum of $1,000.00 per city for all approved sign projects. The application deadline is May 1, 2012. David Vold made a motion that the City of Hatton apply for this signage grant. Mark Duncan seconded the motion. Annette Glennon agreed to consult with the Beautification Committee about spear heading this project.

The City Council reviewed the two quotes they received for a new copier for City Hall.  Quotes were presented from Advanced Business methods and Marco Products. After comparisons regarding purchasing vs. leasing, Scott Phipps made a motion to accept the quote from Marco Products and Lease a reconditioned Sharp Network Digital Color imager for a period of three years. Bernie Johnson seconded the motion.  Motion carried. 
Bernie Johnson submitted a quote to the Council from True North for a New John Deere 4520 Tractor to replace the existing 2003 John Deere 4610 Tractor for the purchase price of $13,000.00 after trade in.  After discussions Dave Vold made a motion to accept the purchase of the New John Deere 4520.  Scott Phipps seconded the motion. Motion Carried.
Bernie Johnson made a motion to pay off the Freightliner Loan at the Goose River Bank.  Mark Duncan seconded the motion.  Motion Carried. 

Dave Vold received a verbal quote from PS Doors of about $2,000.00 for a New Steel Door for City Hall. (Measured and installed). Bernie made the motion to purchase the door for the City Hall. Dave Vold seconded the motion.  Motion Carried.​​​​​​​​​​​​​​​
