HATTON PARK DISTRICT MOBILE HOME PARK RULES
In that the Hatton Park District seeks to provide and maintain a rural residential surrounding and atmosphere attractive to its residents, to its neighbors and to its visitors, the following conditions of occupancy shall apply to the Hatton Park District Mobile Home Park located in Hatton, North Dakota:

1. All mobile homes must be anchored near the four corners, with not less than 2500 lb. anchors.

2. All mobile homes must be skirted within 30 days after occupancy.

3. No loud and disturbing noises between the hours of 10:00 pm and 7:00 am.  This includes dogs.

4. With written approval from the owners, residents may erect outside storage units separate from the mobile home provided they do not encroach upon their neighbor’s lots, and are appropriately maintained.
 
5. All rubbish containers must be maintained by residents and must be enclosed.  In addition, the enclosed containers must be placed in a secure, presentable place to avoid (a) disturbance by animals and (b) offending any neighbors.  All buildings within the mobile home park must be kept in a clean and sanitary condition.

6. Burning of trash by residents will not be allowed in the mobile home park out of respect for safety.  Yard waste should be transported by the residents to appropriate composting sites provided by t the City of Hatton per posted rules and regulations.  UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES SHOULD ANY YARD WASTE BE DUMPED IN THE TREES ADJACENT THE RESIDENT’S YARDS. 

RESIDENTS ARE NOT ALLOWED TO PLACE CONSTRUCTION MATERIALS, FURNITURE, MATTRESSED, TIREDS, HAZARDOUS MATERIALS, OR APPLIANCES INTO THE TRASH COMTAINERS, OR SURROUNDING AREA.  Residents are solely responsible for proper disposal of their construction materials, tires, hazardous materials, and appliances. 

7. Pets must be controlled by their owners al all times. Specifically, dogs will be either on leash or in a fenced yard.  If owners receive complaints of any dog causing damage or threatening any person, property, or other animal, owners reserve the right to demand a damage deposit from the owner of the offending animal to be used for making restitution for damages previously caused or likely to be caused by the offending animal.  A deposit may also be required by owners in the event of damage by a pet other than a dog.
If an animal continues to exhibit damaging or threatening behavior, the owner of such animal may be removed from the Hatton Park District Mobile Home Park. 

8. All mobile homes, awnings, skirting, separated storage structures, and attached entry sheds must be maintained in good condition and repair.  All wiring and plumbing must comply with state and local regulations.  If the mobile homes, awnings, skirting, separated storage structures, and attached entry sheds fall to a state of disrepair of is deemed a safety hazard, the owners or managing agent will issue a written notice of correction to the resident. Residents will have 30 days to correct the situation or they will be assessed repair or removal costs associated to correct the situation.  Decision as to repair or removal based on inaction of the resident after notification will be the sole decision of the owners. 
9. The maintenance of the lots is the responsibility of the resident.  If the lot is not kept in a neat, clean, orderly, and sanitary condition, the owner reserves the right to provide this care at the resident’s expense.  Owner also reserved the right to terminate this Lease in the event a lot is not maintained in a neat and orderly condition. All lumber or firewood stored on the resident’s lot must be stacked in an orderly and stable fashion so as to prevent injury. 

10. Residents must us the off street parking space provided, if any exists, for parking their vehicles and must us the street edge only as a last resort.  Residents are limited to (3) vehicles including boats, trailers, motorcycles, and other recreational equipment.  All vehicles must be disclosed to Park owners at the time of check in or when they are moved onto the property. Such vehicles are subject to additional rental fees. 
Vehicles must have current license.  If vehicles does not display current license, vehicle will be towed to impound lot at owner’s expense. 

11. The City of Hatton and Excel Energy will provide city water, snow and garbage service and electrical service to all lots.  The residents will be responsible for adhering to the requirements of the City of Hatton and Excel Energy.  All external fuel oil installations and LP gas tanks must be maintained by the residents with proper regard for safety and security of the installations. 

12. Residents shall give thirty(30) days’ written notice of termination to vacate.  In case of resale, the owners reserve the right to determine whether a mobile home must be removed because of its condition.  ANY RESIDENT SELLING A MOBILE HOME SHALL REMAIN LIABLE FOR ALL SUBSEEQUENT LOT RENT UNTILL OWNERS ACKNOWLEDGE THE PRESENCE OF THE NEW RESIDENT IN WRITING. 

All buyers of existing mobile homes must obtain prior approval from the owners if they plan to keep the mobile home located in the Hatton Park District Mobile Home Park.  Transfer of ownership between one resident to another individual does not guarantee acceptance as a renter at Hatton Park District Mobile Home Park. 

13. Residents shall be responsible for any damage caused to the common areas of the Park.

EMERGENCY PROCEDURES IN THE EVENT OF NATURAL DISASTERS SUCH AS TORNADOS, FLASH FLOODS, SEVERE THUNDERSTORMS:

RESIDENTS ARE REMINDED THAT MOBILE HOMES, EVEN WHEN TIED DOWN, OFFER LITTLE PROTECTION FROM TORNADOES.  YOU SHOULD ABANDON YOUR MOBILE HOME AND GO THE NEAREST SECURE STRUCTURE.
THE HATTON FIRE HALL AND ELEMENTARY SCHOOL AT HATTON, NORTH DTKOAT ARE CLOSE PUBLIC BUIDINGS WHERE YOU MAY SEEK SHELTER. 
YOU SHOULD DEVELOP A PLAN FOR EMERGENCIES TO PROTECT YOUR FAMILY, THEN HAVE FREQUENT DRILLS, AND ALWAYS LISTEN TO THE TELEVISION AND RADIO FOR WEATHER WARNINGS. THE KEY TO SURVIVAL OF YOUR FAMILY IS ADVANCE PLANNING.
