 Council President Bernie Johnson called the meeting to order on Tuesday January 3, 2012 at 6:00 p.m.  Mayor Doug Meier was unable to attend. Council members attending were: Kim Ostlie, Annette Glennon, Dave Vold, and Mark Duncan.  Scott Phipps was absent. Others in attendance were Arik Solheim and Jackie Buchwitz.
Annette made a motion to accept the maintenance report as presented by Arik Solheim. Mark Duncan seconded the motion.  Motion Carried.
Mark Duncan made a motion to accept the Minutes of December 5th 2011 Council Meeting with a change in the spelling of Deputy Scott Cotes name, Annette seconded the motion. Motion carried.

Kim Ostlie seconded the motion. Motion carried.
Kim Ostlie made a motion to accept the Municipal Court report. Mark Duncan seconded the motion. Motion carried.
 Dave Vold made the motion to approve the Auditor’s December and 2011 year end financial reports.  Annette Glennon seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
 Annette Glennon made the motion to designate the Hatton Goose River Bank and the Hatton Farmers and Merchants Bank the depositories of all public funds for the City of Hatton. Kim Ostlie seconded the motion. All council members voted to approve. Motion carried.
Dave Vold made a motion to have a Safety Deposit Box in the City of Hatton’s name opened at the Goose River Bank of Hatton. Annette Glennon seconded the motion.  Motion Carried.

Mark Duncan made a motion to accept and approve a building permit application submitted by Gary Pladson.  Kim Ostlie seconded the motion. Motion carried.

Annette Glennon shared an article regarding the Hatton Swimming Pool that she is having published in the Hatton Free

Press.  Mark Duncan made the motion to adjourn; seconded by Annette.  Meeting was adjourned at 7:58 P.M.
