



HATTON CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

6:00 P.M.
 Mayor Doug Meier called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Council members attending were: Bernie Johnson, Annette Glennon, Kim Ostlie, Mark Duncan and David Vold. Scott Phipps was absent
 Special Guests were: Paul Kalibabky and Mike Miller from Waste Management and Rachel Gornowicz from Countrywide Sanitation Company.  Others in attendance were Arik Solheim and Jackie Buchwitz.
Paul Kalibabky and Mike Miller presented the new recycling tonnage numbers for the City of Hatton from November 2009 through June of 2011.  The amount of recyclables taken from Hatton during this time was approx. 139,000 tons.

 They also discussed various cost management options they may be able to provide to the City. The City’s Contract with Waste Management is coming up for renewal at the end of this year. Waste Management stated that they will hold their pricing as it is until the end of this year and then we may see an increase of up to 3%.  The Fuel surcharge that they charge onto each bill will also increase.  WM suggested to the Council that an option to consider to offset any projected price increases was to perhaps do (2) Recycle pickups and (2) Trash pickups each month, instead of (1) Recycle and (4) Trash pickups each month. 

 Rachel Gornowicz from Countrywide Sanitation Company of Grand Forks also addressed the City Council. She presented an overview and history of the Countrywide Sanitation Company, and invited the Council to visit the company in Grand Forks.  She also provided a price list and asked that the City Council consider a contract with Countrywide Sanitation for the City of Hatton’s Trash and Recycle pickup.

The Council will be having further discussions regarding Waste Management’s and Countrywide Sanitation’s various proposals and options at the next few Council meetings.
Arik Solheim presented the maintenance report.  He stated that Opp Construction has finished with the Street repair in town, and that Maguire Iron will be starting on the Water Tower.  Street Sweeping has been ongoing.  Arik  has ordered a part for the mosquito sprayer.  Airborne Custom Spraying will be doing the aerial spraying for mosquitos this week.  Arik will spray next week with the fogger.
Annette Glennon made the motion to accept the maintenance report as presented. Dave Vold seconded the motion.  Motion Carried. 
Bernie Johnson made a motion to accept the Minutes of the June 6, 2011 Council Meeting, and the June 22, 2011 Special Meeting Annette Glennon seconded the motion. Motion carried.
Kim Ostlie made the motion to approve the Auditors June financial reports.  Mark Duncan seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Mark seconded the motion.  Motion carried. 
The City Council discussed the bids provided by Larimore Plumbing and Braun Electric for a ventilation system at the Hatton Pool.

The Council will wait until March of 2012, obtain bids again, and hopefully move forward on the pool ventilation system in April of 2012.

Councilman Mark Duncan and the rest of Hatton City Council are requesting that Hatton residents stop putting their grass clippings into the street and refrain from running any sump pump water into the streets. “The City has just spent $43,000.00 on street repair due to damages caused by runoff from water and it is a breeding ground for mosquitos.” 
Dave Vold made a motion for special recognition to Jackie for the “Innovator Award” that The ND League of Cities presented her during the March Madness Seminar in Bismarck. Annette Glennon seconded the Motion.  Motion Carried.
Annette made the motion to allow Jackie to attend a Budget Conference in Bismarck from Wednesday July 27 until Thursday July 28th.  Mark Duncan seconded the motion.  Motion Carried.
Mark Duncan made the motion to adjourn; seconded by David Vold.  Meeting was adjourned at 8:15P.M.
