



HATTON CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

February 6, 2017, 6:P.M.
Mayor Douglas Meier called the meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance on Monday, February 6, at 6:00 P.M.
Council members attending were: Bernie Johnson, David Vold, Mark Duncan, Curtis Huus and Kim Ostlie Council person Annette Glennon, was absent.  Special Guests were: Lowell Nelson from Overmoe and Nelson, LTD., Traill County sheriff, Steve Hunt, Todd Leake, Edson Grindeland and Joe Kirby. Also in attendance was:  Jackie Buchwitz; (City Auditor).

Bernie Johnson motioned to approve the minutes from the January 10, 2017 and January 18, 2017 Council meetings.  Kim Ostlie seconded the motion. Motion carried.
Sheriff Steve Hunt spoke to the City Council about the current happenings in Traill County. He also mentioned to that they are in the process of hiring within the Traill County sheriff’s department so they are short-handed right now.  He assured the city council that Hatton will still be getting police protection coverage until they have hired a new deputy. Mark Duncan made the motion to approve the police report. Curtis Huss seconded the motion. Motion carried.
Lowell Nelson from Overmoe & Nelson LTD. presented the City of Hatton’s finished 2016 Audit report and findings to the Hatton city council. The 2016 audit disclosed no instances of noncompliance that are required to be reported under the Government Auditing Standards. Dave Vold made the motion to approve the 2016 Audit report and findings. Kim Ostlie seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously.
Todd Leake from Emerado spoke briefly to the City council about his mission, as part of an affiliate of ND hockey, to provide hockey and ice facilities to the city of Hatton and neighboring cities.  He presented the City council with a handout showing the desired location of an outdoor hockey rink and specifications that he would fund and provide for the City of Hatton, if the City Council would agree to the proposed venture. Todd stated that he would hold the fundraisers to generate the funds needed to construct the ice rink, and hopefully recruit volunteers to take care of the maintenance of the structure.  He did state that he had approached the City’s Park Board with this offer but was turned down. The Council assured Todd that they would discuss his request and get back to him with their decision.
Joe Kirby introduced himself to the council as a new resident that just purchased the building on 7th street, formerly known as “Dire Comics and Games.” Joe stated that he will be setting up an artist’s studio and residing in the property.

Curtis Huus made the motion and Bernie Johnson seconded the motion to accept and approve all of the January 2017 financial reports. Motion carried.

He also stated that, with the departure of Arik Solheim, the City of Hatton will need to select a new planning and zoning committee member.
