



HATTON CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

6:00 P.M.
 Mayor Doug Meier called the meeting to order on November 7, 2011 at 6:00 p.m.  Council members attending were: Annette Glennon, Mark Duncan, Scott Phipps, Bernard Johnson and David Vold. Kim Ostlie was absent. Others in attendance were Sherriff Mike Crocker and Jackie Buchwitz.
Doug shared a letter from the State of North Dakota Northeast Central Judicial District, giving him an update of one of the juvenile’s that were charged with “Failure to report a dangerous fire and criminal mischief” on October 2, 2010.  The letter stated that the juvenile has successfully completed the “Victim Empathy Seminar” and submitted a letter to the City of Hatton apologizing and taking responsibility for his actions.
Sherriff Mike Crocker presented the final 2012 police contract to the City Council.  The Police Contract includes a monthly increase of $548.00 for a shared deputy with Portland. This will bring the monthly police protection payments to $3,493.00 for the 2012 year.

Bernie Johnson made a motion to accept the final 2012 Police Contract with Traill County. Scott Phipps seconded the motion. Motion carried.
Sherriff Crocker informed the Council of a grant that he received for the purchase of new radio equipment for the police vehicle and two city vehicles. Mike also stated that he will be obtaining 2 quotes for a new police car. The quotes will be opened at the next Council meeting on December 5, 2011.  The City Council will decide at that time which vehicle quote they will accept.
 Mike informed the Council that The City will pay only for the vehicle. The cost of the needed vehicle equipment and the installation of the equipment will be at no cost to the City.  Bernie Johnson made a motion to accept the Police report.  Scott Phipps seconded the motion. Motion carried.
Annette Glennon made a motion to accept the Minutes of October 3, 2011 Council Meeting, with a correction to the spelling of Jared Monson’s name, Mark Duncan seconded the motion. Motion carried.
Bernie Johnson made the motion to approve the October financial reports. Dave Vold seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
Annette made a motion to approve the payments of the following bills: Acme Tools; $261.98, Aflac; $202.42, BC/BS; $483.00. Mark Duncan seconded the motion.  Motion carried. 
The “Options” Accessibility report and The Accessibility Transition Plan to USDA were reviewed and discussed by the Council.  Mark Duncan made a motion to designate the bathrooms in the City Hall building “Private” or “Employee Only.”  Bernie Johnson seconded the motion.  Motion Carried.  

Scott Phipps made the motion to approve and accept the implementation of following items in order that City Hall will be ADA Compliant: The City will purchase and install the appropriate parking signage and markings, they will purchase the appropriate entrance and Auditor’s office door hardware & signage and they will purchase and install an E-Z Access Threshold Ramp for the front entrance door of City Hall by the projected completion date of June 30, 2013.  Annette Glennon seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Bernie made a motion to approve the building permit application of David and Kayla Smith. Mark Duncan seconded the motion. Motion carried.​​​​​​​​​​​​​​​​
