



HATTON CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

November 7, 2016- 6:P.M.
  Mayor Douglas Meier called the meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance on Monday, November 7, 2016 at 6:00 P.M.

Bernie Johnson made the motion to have Joel Heskin remove all of the scrap / trash from the Ferguson property. Mark Duncan seconded the motion. After some discussion, motion carried.
