



HATTON CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

December 5, 2016- 6:P.M.
  Mayor Douglas Meier called the meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance on Monday, December 5, 2016 at 5:55 P.M. 
 Council members attending were: Bernie Johnson, David Vold, Kim Ostlie, Curtis Huus, Mark Duncan and Annette Glennon. Special Guests Were: Sarah Wear from the Ohnstad Twichell Law Office in Fargo, Deputy Steve Hunt and Jessica Ostlie from the Hatton Park District.  Also in attendance were:  Jackie Buchwitz, Arik Solheim and Dana Boe from the Hatton Free Press. 
  City Attorney, Sarah Wear, gave instructions to the City Council as to the steps that need to be taken for the re-zoning of areas from an agricultural (A) to a Residential (R) 1, 2, or 3 zones in the North Hatton 2nd Addition.

  Jessica Ostlie, from the Hatton Park District presented the City Council with the 2017 Park District Contract and a check for $426.00 for the City’s share of campground revenues from the 2016 season.  Kim Ostlie made the motion to accept the Agreement between the Hatton Park District and the City of Hatton. Mark Duncan seconded the motion. Motion carried. 

  Arik Solheim gave a verbal maintenance report to the council. Arik is in the process of remodeling the bathrooms at the City Hall, The men’s bathroom is finished. Arik will be starting on the women’s bathroom shortly. Curtis Huus made the motion to accept the maintenance report. Annette Glennon seconded. Motion carried.
   Sheriff Steve Hunt from the Traill County Police Dept. gave the city council a brief report. He spoke about a few burglary’s that have happened in the county and explained the new system of billing for police services that Traill County has implemented during the last few months. Curtis Huus motioned to accept and approve the Police report, seconded by Bernie Johnson. Motion carried.
  Bernie Johnson made the motion to approve the minutes from the November7, 2016 Council meeting. Annette Glennon seconded the motion. Motion passed.

  The City Council reviewed an invoice from Traill County Abstract & Title for updating the Abstract and presenting a Title Opinion on the Robert Larson’s property at Lot 35 of the North Hatton Addition. Kim Ostlie made the motion that the City of Hatton pays the Invoice total of $1,106.45. Bernie Johnson seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously.
   Bernie Johnson made a motion to approve the 2017 Service agreement between the City of Hatton and the ND Dept. of Health for our drinking water testing. Dave Vold seconded the motion. Motion carried.

  The City Council reviewed a letter agreement proposal by Moore Engineering regarding their engineering services for lots 34 and 35 of the North Hatton Addition located at the NW corner of 1st St. N. and ND State Highway No. 18. The City council did not act on this letter agreement and stated that they will wait for Moore Engineering to attend a City Council meeting and answer some of their questions that they have regarding the agreement, before signing it.
