



HATTON CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

6:00 P.M.
 Mayor Doug Meier called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Council members attending were:  Bernie Johnson, David Vold, Annette Glennon, Kim Ostlie, Mark Duncan and Scott Phipps,
 Special Guests Were: Curt Dilly, Brad Holweger, Sheriff Mike Crocker and Deputy Conrad Steinhaus. Jackie Buchwitz was also in attendance.  Arik Solheim was absent.
Bernie Johnson made a motion to accept the Minutes of November 7th 2011 Council Meeting. Mark Duncan seconded the motion. Motion carried.
Curt Dilly addressed the City Council, on behalf of the Sunset Lounge and Buck’s Place, seeking permission to have Sunday opening at the Sunset Lounge and Buck’s Place on New Years Day January 1, 2012, and Super Bowl Sunday, February 5, 2012.  Bernie Johnson made the motion to allow the Sunset Lounge and Buck’s Place to have Sunday openings for New years Day and Super Bowl Sunday.
Mark Duncan seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously.
Brad Holweger addressed the City council and answered questions regarding the building permit application that he had submitted. The City council stressed the importance of having the application and building permit issued before any work can be started to avoid having to pay fines. Council asked if Holweger was planning on putting the single car garage that he moved onto his property onto a concrete pad. Following some discussion regarding Holwegers’ plans, Dave Vold made the motion to accept and approve Holweger’s building permit application with the stipulation that: Brad Holweger would put a concrete pad under the garage and would contact the zoning commission prior to setting the concrete and resetting the garage. Kim Ostlie seconded the motion. A roll call vote was taken with all members except Bernie Johnson voting to approve.  Motion was approved and carried. 
 Bernie Johnson made the motion to accept and approve the building permit application submitted by Dennis Heskin.  Annette Glennon seconded the motion.  Motion carried. 
Sherriff Mike Crocker attended the meeting to present the City Council with bids from Hatton Ford for the upcoming purchase of a Police vehicle.  Sheriff Crocker presented two bids: one for a 2013 Ford Taurus and one for a 2013 Ford Explorer 4-door. Both bids have the auto start Included.  Bernie Johnson made the motion to accept the bid for the 2013 Ford Explorer Utility Police Vehicle with auto start for the purchase price of $27,164.88.  Annette Glennon seconded the motion. All council members approved unanimously.  Motion carried.  Sheriff Crocker will be submitting a signed letter of acceptance to Hatton Ford.
Deputy Steinhaus informed the Council of an upcoming Benefit to be held for Deputy Scott Cute to defray some medical costs he has incurred.  The Benefit will be held on December 11, 2011 from 9:00 AM until 1:00 PM at the Senior Center in Portland.
Scott Phipps made the motion that the City of Hatton contributes $100.00 to Deputy Cutes’ benefit.  Annette Glennon seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Scott Phipps made the motion to accept the police report.  Bernie seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
 Dave Vold made the motion to approve the auditors November financial reports.  Mark Duncan seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

The City Council designed and reviewed an “Internal Control and Management Policy” suggested by Overmoe & Nelson LTD. at the last audit review in February of 2011.  Dave Vold made a motion to accept and adopt the presented Internal Control and Management Policy for the City of Hatton. Scott Phipps seconded the motion.  Motion Carried unanimously. This Policy is available for review at the Hatton City Hall.

Mark Duncan made the motion to approve the following Recipients and amounts: Arik Solheim; $300.00, Jackie Buchwitz; $300.00, Conrad Steinhaus; $100.00, Arden Johnson; $100.00, Dave Vold; $100.00, Marlin Balstad; $100.00, Edson Grindeland; $50.00, Ben Cigelski; $50.00, and Roberta Grindeland; $50.00. Scott Phipps seconded the motion. A roll call vote was taken with all members voting to approve. Motion was carried.
The City Council discussed wage increases for Arik Solheim (maintenance engineer) and Jackie Buchwitz (Auditor) for the upcoming year.  Dave Vold made a motion to increase Arik’s wages by 3% and to give Jackie a $1,200.00 salary increase for the 2012 year.  Annette Glennon seconded the motion. A roll call vote was taken with all Council members approving the motion. Motion carried.
