



HATTON CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

 Mayor Doug Meier called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Council members attending were: Kim Ostlie, Scott Phipps, Bernie Johnson, Annette Glennon, David Vold and Mark Duncan.
 Guests were: Paul Kalibabky from Waste Management of ND.and Sheriff Mike Crocker. Others in attendance were Arik Solheim and Jackie Buchwitz.
Paul Kalibabky spoke to the City Council regarding the City’s trash Contract renewal with Waste Management.  He presented the council members with a graph and each month’s tonnage of recyclables that were taken from Hatton during the months of November 2009 until January 2011.  Approximately 113,032 tons of recyclables have been collected from the residents of Hatton.  Paul Kalibabky answered many question from the City Council regarding any savings to the City, future price increases (if any) and other alternatives that may be included in the new Contract. Waste Management will be putting some options together and presenting them to the Council at a future meeting.
Sheriff Mike Crocker spoke to the City Council about Deputy Scott Cote, and the fact that the grant money ensuring Scott’s continued employment will be depleted in October. Sheriff Crocker & Traill County would like to keep Deputy Cote, and requested that the Hatton City Council consider a $500.00 dollar per month increase in the amount that Hatton currently pays Traill County for Police protection.  Mike stated that the price increase would not go into effect until January of 2012. After some discussion, Bernie Johnson made a motion to approve Mike Crocker’s report and his request of an additional $500.00 a month in order to have another deputy patrolling the City Dave Vold seconded the motion. Motion carried.
Arik Solheim presented the maintenance report. Arik is in the process of obtaining various options and price quotes for the painting of the City Water Tower, and is checking on filters and ventilation system options for the Hatton Swimming pool.  The Pool slide will be installed at the pool as soon as weather permits. Arik suggested that in the continuing effort to finish the street sign replacements within the city, that the Council approves the purchase of additional street signs. Mark Duncan made a motion to approve the purchase of approximately $900.00 worth of street signs. Kim Ostlie seconded the motion. Motion carried.  Arik will contact Newman Signs for a price quote and order confirmation. 
Spring Cleanup day was discussed, this years Spring Cleanup weekend will be held on Friday May 13th from 12:00 Pm until 5:00 Pm, and Saturday May 14th from 8: AM until 5: 00 PM. 

Annette Glennon made a motion to accept the maintenance report and to extend special recognition to Arik and his snow removal personnel for the exceptional job they performed keeping the City Streets cleaned and travelable during the winter season.  Kim Ostlie seconded the motion.  Motion and recognition approved by all.

Kim Ostlie made a motion to accept the Municipal Court report submitted by Judge Thomas Moe.  Scott Phipps seconded the motion. Motion carried.
Correspondence from the ND Dept. of Health commending the City of Hatton and Arik Solheim for their achievements and continued diligence on behalf of the Public Water System was reviewed. Bernie Johnson made a motion to approve the Contract renewal with the ND Dept. of Health Lab Services Department. Mark Duncan Seconded the motion.  All Council members approved. Motion Passed.
Mayor Doug Meier declared The City of Hatton’s Arbor Day to be Saturday April 9, 2011. 
The Hatton Beautification Committee will sponsor a workshop at the Hatton Community Center that day, and request everyone attend. Kim Ostlie made a motion to accept the Hatton Beautification Committee’s written report.  Annette Glennon seconded the motion. Motion carried.
Bernie Johnson made a motion to accept the Minutes of the March 2, 2011 Council Meeting. Scott Phipps seconded the motion. Motion carried.
Bernie made the motion to approve the Auditors financial reports for the month of March. Mark seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
Scott Phipps made a motion to approve the payments of the following bills: Aflac; $290.98, Andy & Mindy Todd; $100.00, Antoinne Whylly; $100.00,Banyon Data Systems; $1,160.00, Barco Products; $150.00, BC/BS;$483.00, Card member Services; $223.96, Farm Plan; $162.23, Gaffaney’s; $181.95,Grand Forks Traill Water Dist.; $10,900.00, Hatton Co-op Oil; $496.79, Hatton Economic Development; $1,413.71, Hatton Free Press; $252.60,  Hatton Free Press; $54.00, Kelly Printing Supplies; $202.90, Midcontinent Cable; $220.32, Millers Fresh Foods; $9.32, NDPERS; $450.38, ND Dept. of Health; $32.00, ND Sewage Pump Lift Station; $434.40,  Ness Plumbing; $67.84.Quest; $74.00, Tim Shea’s Nursery; $17,752.50, Verizon Wireless; $95.15, Waste Management of ND; $8,521.40,  Xcel Energy (Street Lighting); $1,235.87 and Xcel Energy (City Utilities); $742.05.  Kim Ostlie seconded the motion.  Motion carried. 
Kim made a motion to approve the Bismarck March Madness Seminar mileage reimbursement to Jackie Buchwitz. Annette Glennon seconded the motion. Motion carried.
Scott Phipps made a motion to award Jackie with a monetary bonus for her diligence in ensuring the completion of the Hatton City Audits for the last 7 years.  Annette seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
Dave Vold made a motion to approve the final closeout papers and the final payment remittance from the ND Dept. of Emergency Services and FEMA for the Hatton Pool Repair Project. Annette Glennon seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
Dave Vold made the motion for the transfer of $5,498.12 (which is the City’s share of the cost of the Pool Repair Project) from Hatton’s “Parks and Recreation Fund” into the “FEMA Pool Grant Fund” in order to zero out the “FEMA Pool Grant Fund.” 
Annette Glennon made a motion to increase Ben Cigelski’s hourly wage by $1.00. Per hour. Mark Duncan seconded the motion. Motion Carried.  

The City Council amended the first reading of the New Fireworks Ordinance to include “with the exception of the dates from June 30 through July 5 during the hours of 9:00 AM until 11:00 PM on June 30, July 1, 2, 3 and 5th.  July Fourth during the hours of 9:00 AM until midnight.” With this new revision, this will be considered the First Reading of the Revised Fireworks Ordinance.  The Second Reading and Final Passage will be done during the council meeting in May.

Bernie Johnson made a motion to approve the Building permit application from L. Hjelmstad.  Scott Phipps seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
Mark Duncan made the motion to adjourn; seconded by Scott Phipps.  Meeting was adjourned at 9:00 P.M.
