 Mayor Doug Meier called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Council members attending were: Kim Ostlie, Scott Phipps, Annette Glennon, Mark Duncan, Bernie Johnson and David Vold.
 Guests were:  Roberta Grindeland.  Other in attendance:  Jackie Buchwitz.
Bernie Johnson made a motion to accept the Minutes of the February 7, 2011 Council Meeting. Mark Duncan seconded the motion. Motion carried.
Roberta Grindeland, the Hatton pool manager spoke to the council regarding the upcoming pool season. She presented a list of possible pool projects that she felt should be considered by the City Council before the pool opens this spring and the help wanted ad that she will be posting for lifeguards employment for the 2011 season.

There was no police report or maintenance report.
 Per the City Councils approval at the February meeting, an order for nineteen new holiday decorations with l.e.d lights, for the price of $4,847.00, was placed with Wayne Manufacturing Company on February 15, 2011.  
Kim Ostlie made the motion to approve the Auditors financial reports for the month of February. Scott Phipps seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Verizon Wireless; $90.93, Waste Management of ND; $8,517.19, Wayne Manufacturing Co.; $2,423.50, Xcel Energy (Street Lighting); $1,185.89 and Xcel Energy (City Utilities); $709.79.  Dave Vold seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
Bernie Johnson made a motion to approve the application from Airborne Custom Spraying for the 2011 Season.  Mark Duncan seconded the motion.  Motion Carried

Mark Duncan made a motion to amend the current Fireworks Ordinance to include the sentence “With the Exception of the days from June 30 through July 5” and to change the violation fines to: $25.00 first offense; $50.00 each subsequent offense.  Kim Ostlie seconded the motion. Motion Carried unanimously.  This is to be considered the First Reading of the Fireworks Ordinance amendment.  The Second reading and Final Passage will take place at the Council Meeting in April 2011.

Mayor Doug Meier has received permission from Juvenile Court to enforce a total of 235 Community Service Hours for the juvenile’s that set fire to the Country Squire Building. 
Mark Duncan made a motion to accept and approve the building permit applications submitted by Jonny & Heather Thompson and Kevin Rogers.  Bernie Johnson seconded the motion.  Motion Carried.

Bernie Johnson will be doing some research into pricing and/or possibly purchasing a new mower for the City of Hatton.

Mark Duncan made the motion to adjourn; seconded by Annette Glennon.  Meeting was adjourned at 8:00 P.M.
