



HATTON CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

January 5, 2015
6:00 P.M.
 President Bernie Johnson called the meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance on Monday January 5, 2015 at 6:00 P.M.
  Council members attending were: Bernie Johnson, David Vold, Kim Ostlie, Scott Phipps, Curtis Huus and Mark Duncan. Mayor Douglas Meier was absent. Special guests were: Jackie Bye, Lance Dahl, Allen Krueger, Traill County Sherriff Steve Hunt, Dana Boe / Hatton Free Press and Jim Johnson /Traill County Tribune. Others in attendance were: Deputy Conrad Steinhaus, Arik Solheim and Jackie Buchwitz. 
Lance Dahl attended the meeting upon the request of the Hatton City Council to discuss complaints regarding the cleanup of his property. The City Council requested that the property be cleaned up by the February 2, 2015 Council meeting, in order to prevent the City from hiring someone to clean it up and having to charge Lance for the cleanup procedure. Lance agreed to clean up the property and remove all of the unsightly items with the exception of the 1 pickup that is still running.

Jackie Bye from the Hatton Park District attended the meeting at the City Councils request to clarify the water usage fees paid to the City for the 2014 season. Jackie provided a brief financial report detailing the dates and amounts received from campers for the season. The City council has invited the Park District back to the February meeting to re-evaluate and possibly make changes to the yearly contract.

Traill County sheriff Steve Hunt came before the City Council to express his thanks and appreciation for their support. He wanted to assure the council of his goals of keeping the lines of communication open and to continue to maintain a good working relationship with the City of Hatton. Sherriff Hunt and Deputy Steinhaus both stressed the importance of making sure to contact them if any needs arise within City of Hatton. Dave Vold made the motion to accept the police report. Scott Phipps seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously.
Allen Krueger from the Hatton Farmers Elevator spoke to the City council regarding the building permit application for a new dryer system that the Hatton elevator wants to erect at the North elevator location.  He quelled the City Council’s concerns about what kind of an impact the new dryer system would have as far as noise and dust levels. After a brief discussion, Dave Vold made a motion to approve the building permit application. Scott Phipps seconded the motion. All approved and motion carried.
The Hatton Prairie Village MIDA bond resolution has been completed and was presented to the Hatton City Council for the final adoption. Council member Kim Ostlie introduced the following resolution and moved its adoption: RESOLUTION APPROVING THE ISSUANCE OF SENIOR HOUSING REVENUE BONDS, SERIES 2015 OF THE CITY OF HATTON, NORTH DAKOTA ON BEHALF OF HATTON PRAIRIE VILLAGE PURSUANT TO CHAPTER 40-57 OF THE NORTH DAKOTA CENTURY CODE. The motion for the adoption of the foregoing resolution was duly seconded by Council member: Curtis Huus. On roll call vote the following members voted Aye: David Vold, Mark Duncan, Bernie Johnson, Kim Ostlie, Curtis Huus and Scott Phipps. There were no “nay” votes. The following members were absent and not voting: Mayor Douglas Meier.  The majority having voted “Aye”, the motion carried and the resolution was duly adopted.
Arik Solheim gave a brief maintenance report.  Scott Phipps made the motion to approve his report. Dave Vold seconded the motion. Motion carried.
Scott Phipps made the motion to accept the submitted November 2014 Municipal Court Report. Kim Ostlie seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
Mark Duncan made a motion to accept the Minutes of the December 1, 2014 Council Meeting. Curtis Huus seconded. Motion carried.
David Vold made a motion to accept the December and the 2014 year-end financial reports. Scott Phipps seconded. Motion carried.
