



HATTON CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

January 10, 2018, 6:P.M.
Mayor Douglas Meier called the meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance at 6:00 P.M.
Council members attending were: Bernie Johnson, David Vold, Mark Duncan, Curtis Huus , Kim Ostlie and Stuart Letcher.   Special Guests were: Traill County Sheriff, Steve Hunt, Joel Heskin and Brandon Oye via conference call. Also in attendance was:  Daniel Cute.

Bernie Johnson motioned to approve the minutes from the December 4, 2017 and December 20, 2017 Council meetings.  Curtis Huus seconded the motion. Motion carried.
Sheriff Steve Hunt spoke to the City Council about the current happenings in Traill County. He also mentioned to that they are in the process of hiring a new Deputy and purchasing a new patrol car so they are short-handed right now. He assured the city council that Hatton will still be getting police protection coverage until they have hired a new deputy. Council also approved the Traill County Multi-Hazard Mitigation Plan presented by Sheriff Hunt. Kim Ostlie made the motion to approve the police report. David Vold seconded the motion. Motion carried. Joel Heskin spoke to the council about payment for the clean-up of the Ferguson property, he felt the City still owed him payment since he couldn’t recover the buildings on the property. The council felt that the original agreement had been met by the city and no payment was owed to Mr. Heskin.  
The City Maintenance report was read and Kim Ostlie made the motion to accept the report. Stuart Letcher seconded the motion. Motion carried. The Council wanted to congratulate Steve Gylten on receiving his Operator license!
David Vold made the motion and Mark Duncan seconded the motion to accept and approve all of the December 2017 financial reports. Motion carried.

Bernie Johnson seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
Council reviewed an application for property tax incentives for a New or Expanding Business from Brad Hegvick. Kim Ostlie made the motion to accept the application. Curtis Huus seconded the motion. Motion carried. A building permit was summited to the council by Jared and Sandy Hedland. Mark Duncan made the motion to approve the permit. Kim Ostlie seconded the motion. Motion carried. The Council after asking a few final questions of Brandon Oye about the street project, the project was ready to be voted on. Council member Stuart Letcher motioned to move to adopt the resolution directing engineer to prepare plans and specifications for the street project. The motion was seconded by Council member Curtis Huus. A roll call vote was conducted with all council members voting yes for the Hatton City Street Project. The motion was carried and the resolution was duly adopted.
