








HATTON CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES







    January 10, 2017 6:P.M.
     Mayor Douglas Meier called the meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance on Tuesday, January 10 at 6:00 P.M. 
 Council members attending were: Bernie Johnson, David Vold, Curtis Huus, Mark Duncan and Annette Glennon.  Council member Kim Ostlie was absent. Special Guests Were: Brandon Oye and Anthony Sommerfeld from Moore Engineering, Inc. and Joel Heskin.  Also in attendance were:  Jackie Buchwitz and Dana Boe from the Hatton Free Press. 
Joel Heskin approached the City Council with a request for a monetary compensation for the cleanup on the Ferguson property.

After some discussion, the council decided that they would hold Joel to his original agreement and would not provide additional compensation for the cleanup.
Brandon Oye and Anthony Sommerfeld spoke to the Hatton City council on two topics. The Street Improvement project  they worked on with the City council in 2014.  They spoke of doing a project update and would like to prepare an engineer’s report, Update the work completed on Railroad Avenue, update the unit pricing from 2014 and find out where the City wants to go from this point forward.  They offered to scale the project to a designated budget if necessary.  If the City Council wants to go ahead with the street project, another resolution of necessity would need to be passed, another protest meeting would have to be held, the council would need to direct Moore engineering to prepare plans and specs, all of the steps that had been gone through before, would have to be redone, as too much time has passed since the project was looked at before.  Moore Engineering also spoke of the North Hatton 2ND Addition. They spoke of the project updates.  They are waiting for the Council’s decision on the zoning of the land area, a decision on the Larson property and a signed Letter Agreement that details the project objectives, pricing and services that Moore would provide regarding the North Hatton Second Addition. Once they have the signed letter Agreement, they will be able to provide area plans, studies and reports to the Hatton City Council. Bernie Johnson made the motion to approve Moore Engineering reports. Dave Vold seconded the motion. Motion carried. The City Council re-reviewed the letter agreement proposal by Moore Engineering regarding their engineering services for lots 34 and 35 of the North Hatton Addition located at the NW corner of 1st St. N. and ND State Highway No. 18.  Dave Vold made the motion that the Letter Agreement be approved and signed.  Bernie Johnson seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously.
Annette Glennon motioned to approve the minutes from the December 5, 2016 Council meeting. Bernie Johnson seconded the motion. Motion passed.

Annette Glennon made a motion to renew the Hatton Promotional ad contract in the “Discover Traill County North Dakota” magazine for another period. Mark Duncan seconded the motion. Motion carried.
The City council reviewed all of the fund balances to determine any Enterprise Funds price increases and the End of the 2016 financial reports. David Vold made a motion to accept the 2016 year end reports. Curtis Huus seconded. Motion Carried.

David Vold and Curtis Huus also made the motion and seconded the motion to accept and approve all of the December 2016 financial reports.

Jackie Buchwitz submitted her “official” resignation to the City Council.  Jackie is retiring and her last day of employment, as the Auditor for the City of Hatton, will be May 19, 2017.
