







HATTON CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

February 4, 2013






6:00 P.M.


 Mayor Doug Meier called the meeting to order on Monday February 4, 2013 at 6:00 P.M.  Council members attending were: David Vold, Bernie Johnson, Annette Glennon, Mark Duncan and Scott Phipps. Kim Ostlie was absent. Special Guests were: Lowell Nelson from Overmoe & Nelson LTD and Scott Erickson, owner of Mytown Storage LLC. in Hope ND.   Others in attendance were: Sheriff Mike Crocker, Arik Solheim and Jackie Buchwitz. 

Scott Erickson approached the City Council looking for properties that he may be interested in purchasing for the possible construction of a commercial storage unit or another business venture in Hatton. The City Council agreed that a storage unit would be a favorable addition to the City and will work with Scott Erickson by providing him with leads for possible property locations.  Scott Erickson will be doing the research and the follow-up on the leads provided by the council. He will stay in touch with the City Council regarding this project.


Sheriff Mike Crocker presented a brief report and inquired as to whether the City Council had any questions or complaints. Having no questions or complaints, Annette Glennon made the motion to accept the Police report. Bernie Johnson seconded the motion. Motion carried.

Arik Solheim presented the maintenance report. The City shop lights were purchased and will be installed by Braun Electric this week. Dave Vold made a motion to accept the maintenance report. Mark Duncan seconded the motion.  Motion Carried. 

Lowell Nelson, from Overmoe & Nelson LTD, presented the finished 2012 Audit to the City Council. Upon review of the Audit, the financial statement findings and the activities in each major fund, Lowell reported that the 2012 Audit had no material misstatements and was in compliance with Government Auditing Standards issued by the Comptroller General of the United States. Annette Glennon made a motion to accept the 2012 audit as presented by Lowell Nelson. Scott Phipps seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Bernie Johnson made a motion to accept the minutes of the January 7, 2013 Council Meeting.  Annette Glennon seconded the motion. Motion carried.

Bernie Johnson made the motion to approve the Auditor’s January financial reports as presented.   Scott Phipps seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
