



HATTON CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

March 4, 2013
6:00 P.M.

Mayor Meier called the meeting to order on Monday March 4, 2013 at 6:00 P.M.  Council members attending were: Annette Glennon, Kim Ostlie, Bernie Johnson, David Vold, Mark Duncan and Scott Phipps.  Others in attendance were: Deputy Steve Hunt, Jackie Buchwitz and Arik Solheim.

 The City of Hatton’s employee sick leave policy review and possible changes was an additional agenda item.

The City Council reviewed the Correspondence from the ND Dept. of Transportation policy for any city under 5,000 in population. They are asking that any City interested in projects for 2017 submit a project scoping worksheet by May 1, 2013.  This project is for enhancing transportation areas and streets.  The Council discussed some possible transportation projects that the City may want to be able to complete such as pavement overlay, sidewalk repair or any new curb and gutter projects. Dave Vold made a motion to set this project request in motion.  Annette Glennon seconded the motion. Bernie Johnson will be contacting Moore Engineering to come in, review the project, assist with the Project Scoping Worksheet and provide the City with a cost estimate. 
The City Council also reviewed correspondence provided by Global Connect, an Emergency notification system. The chargeable annual rate is $1,000.00 and would provide Hatton City with unlimited calls to our database of households/businesses and unlimited calls and emails to their employees/volunteers using Global Connect’s Emergency Notification System. Scott Phipps made a motion to approve the set-up and installation of this notification system. Annette Glennon seconded the motion. With all members voting in favor, the motion was carried.  Jackie will be in contact with Global Connect to begin the implementation of this service that will soon be provided to the City of Hatton.
Arik Solheim gave the maintenance report. He submitted an estimate from Dakota Blinds LLC for the replacement of window treatment in the City Office for a total cost of $360.00. Scott Phipps made a motion to accept the estimate and approve the purchase of the window treatment. Bernie Johnson seconded the motion.  Motion Carried.
Scott Phipps made a motion to accept the maintenance report. Bernie seconded the motion.  Motion Carried. 
Bernie Johnson made a motion to accept the minutes of February 4, 2013 Council Meeting. Scott Phipps seconded the motion. Motion carried.
Annette Glennon made the motion to approve the financial reports for 2012 year end and the February financial reports. Kim Ostlie seconded the motion. Motion carried. 

Annette also made the motion to accept the Magistrate report for the month of February. Kim Ostlie seconded the motion. Motion carried.
Bernie Johnson made a motion to approve the payments of the following bills:  Aflac; $242.74, BC/BS; $627.60. Mark Duncan seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
 After some discussion regarding the Sunday opening requests from Bucks Place and the Sunset Lounge, the council decided that effective in 2013 the manager/owners of each liquor establishment appear at the December 2, 2013 Council meeting, submit their yearly Liquor and Beer license application and also submit a list of the Sundays that they wish to be open for the year.  The Council will then approve or disapprove the applications and the special Sunday opening requests at one meeting so that the Liquor establishments will not have to appear before the Council for each special Sunday opening request that they may want, i.e. New Year’s Day, super bowl Sunday, NASCAR Sunday, St. Patrick’s Day etc…  Kim Ostlie made the motion to approve any special Sunday openings that each establishment may request or want without appearing before the Council until the December 2013 meeting. Bernie Johnson seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously. 
The council had some discussion regarding the Employee Sick leave policy.  Topic was tabled until a later meeting.

Mayor Doug Meier will be attending the “Celebrate Cities Day” at the Bismarck State Capitol on March 8, 2013.  
Letters were submitted for the “Mayor for a Day” contest, David Vold and Mark Duncan will be reviewing the participant’s letters, selecting the winner and presenting Him or Her with an award and a $25.00 Cash prize at the April 1, 2013 Council meeting.
