







HATTON CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

May 5, 2014






    6:00 P.M.


 Mayor Doug Meier called the meeting to order on Monday May 5, 2014 at 6:00 P.M.  Council members attending were: Annette Glennon, Bernie Johnson, Mark Duncan, David Vold, Scott Phipps and Kim Ostlie. Special Guests were: Heather Hanson and Nancy Peterson from the Hatton community center, Steve Heskin and Pat Ellis. Others in attendance were:  Arik Solheim, Jackie Buchwitz and Deputy Conrad Steinhaus.

Nancy Peterson and Heather Hanson attended the meeting, upon the request from the City Council at last months meeting, to find out what the Council decided to do that would enable the Center to generate enough operating capital to remain open. Bernie Johnson relayed to the Community Center Board and the rest of the council that this topic was discussed during the Hatton EDC meeting held on the morning of May 5, 2014. No decisions were made during the meeting of the EDC. 

Mayor Meier commented to the Community Board that ”The council discussed this topic for 1 hour during last month’s meeting and did not come up with any viable solutions as to what could be done.” It was suggested that the Community Center Board attend a Hatton EDC meeting and also submit to the City Council a written list of exactly what the Community Center wants the City Council to do.  

Steve Heskin spoke to the Council regarding a building permit application that he has submitted to the City Council.  After reviewing Heskin’s application, Annette Glennon made the motion to approve Steve Heskin's permit application. Bernie Johnson seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.


Pat Ellis, manager of the Hatton swimming pool, gave the City council an update on the current season.  All of the lifeguards have been hired. She did find out that aside from concessions being sold at the pool this year, she would be able to serve other food items without a special license. Pat and Arik will be collaborating on the cleaning, painting and general maintenance will need to be completed  to ready the pool for opening. Pat also spoke to the Council regarding the dollar limit that she will be allowed in order to purchase any items for the pool, without special approval from the City Council. Annette Glennon and Pat Ellis will be discussing this topic further.


Arik Solheim presented the maintenance report; Arik has hired Logan Vettleson for summer help this year. Logan will be starting on May 27, 2014. Arik asked the City Council for a decision on the hourly wage for Logan, The council did not discuss this topic. Arik reported that the new pay loader will be arriving shortly after Memorial day,  a new sump pump was purchased for the pool, the yard waste pile will be removed and ditches will be cleaned out as soon as the grounds by the City dumping area and the ditches dry out and the city cleanup roll off will be available at the city shop parking lot on May 10, 2014. Scott Phipps made the motion to accept and approve the maintenance report. Annette Glennon seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

The City Council reviewed a complaint letter, dated 4/10/2014, from Jesslyn Reed regarding all of the trash, glass and beer cans littered along the city streets and ditches. No action will be taken.


The Council reviewed a quote from CD communications regarding the price and purchase of two panic/alarm dialer buttons for the City Hall offices. Deputy Steinhaus, on behalf of Sheriff Crocker, at the request of Scott Phipps, informed the council that there will be no problem having these items installed with the capability of dialing directly to the Traill County Sheriff’s office.  Bernie Johnson made the motion to approve the purchase of a Viking Two-input voice alarm dialer with two (2) buttons and the labor for installation into the City hall offices for the total price of $773.82. Dave Vold seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Scott Phipps made the motion to accept the Police report. Bernie Johnson seconded the motion. Motion carried.

 Scott Phipps made the motion to accept the minutes of the April 7, 2014 Council Meeting. Annette seconded the motion, Bernie Johnson made the motion to approve the minutes of the April 8 2014 Board of Equalization meeting, Kim Ostlie seconded the motion. Both motions carried.







Annette Glennon made the motion to approve the Auditor’s April financial reports as presented.  Kim Ostlie seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Bernie Johnson made a motion to approve the payments of the following bills:  Aflac; $364.11, BC/BS; $797.80. The City Council reviewed the proposal from Northwest Asphalt & Maintenance regarding the crack sealing of the city streets this summer. Northwest Asphalt propsed to crack seal 5833 linear feet at an estimated price per foot of $0.60. for a sum of $3,500.00. Bernie Johnson made a motion to accept the proposed quote from Northwest Asphalt. Scott Phipps seconded the motion.  Motion carried.


 Scott Phipps made the motion to approve the building permit applications submitted by Conrad Steinhaus, Jeff Lider, Jeff & Cindy Solway and Jesssep Schroeder. Mark Duncan seconded the motion. Motion to approve all building permit applications carried.

Having no other business, Mark Duncan made the motion to adjourn; seconded by Kim Ostlie. Meeting was adjourned at 8:20 P.M.
