



HATTON CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

June 1, 2015
6:00 P.M.

 Mayor Douglas Meier called the meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance on June 1, 2015 at 6:00 P.M.
  Council members attending were: Bernie Johnson, David Vold, Kim Ostlie, Curtis Huus and Mark Duncan and Scott Phipps.
 Special guests were: Kyle Myer from Moore Engineering, Gary Offerdahl from Buck’s Place, Suzanne Hegvick from the Blue Line Bar & Grill, Jim Johnson from the Traill County Tribune, Traill County Deputy Sherriff Brian Erovick and Dana Boe from the Hatton Free Press. Others in attendance were: Arik Solheim and Jackie Buchwitz.
Gary Offerdahl from Buck’s Place and Suzanne Hegvick from the Blue Line Bar & Grill presented the City Council with their completed applications for their 2015/2016 Liquor and Beer Licenses and the license fees required.  Kim Ostlie made the motion to approve the Liquor and Beer License applications from both establishments. Mark Duncan seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Deputy Brian Erovick did not have an official police report to present. Upon questioning, he did speak to the City Council regarding Sherriff Steve Hunt. Bernie Johnson made the motion to accept the police report. Kim Ostlie seconded the motion. Motion carried.
Arik Solheim presented a verbal maintenance report to the City Council.  He discussed the damage, caused by a local farmer, to the ditch culvert by The Hatton Ford.  The City Council asked Arik to look into the matter further and detail all of the damages and the cost of the repairs. The person responsible for the damages will be billed for any repairs that are made. Arik also spoke to the Council about repairs he has been making at the pool prior to the tentative pool opening day of June 3., the 3 gate valves that broke and had to be repaired in areas around town, The culvert by Gary Pladson’s house and clean up week end. Scott Phipps made a motion to approve the maintenance report. Curtis Huus seconded the motion. Motion carried.
Kyle Meyer from Moore Engineering attended the meeting to evaluate the results of the street surveys with the City Council.  The final results from the surveys returned were:  Now: 46, Later: 50, Never: 21. 26 of the property owners who said later were 5 years or less.  Kyle recommended that the City Council put the project out for bids to see how the bids come in and what kind of time frame the contractors would have to do the project.  He stated that with interest rates and asphalt prices down, right now would be a good reason to start the project. After some discussion from the City Council about the survey results and no Council member making any kind of a motion, after three requests from Mayor Meier, the subject was terminated due to a lack of a motion. 

The City Council reviewed a letter from the Arbor Day foundation recognizing Hatton as a 2014 Tree City USA.  Kim Ostlie made a motion to have a press release published regarding this topic. Bernie Johnson seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
Bernie Johnson made a motion to accept the Minutes of the May 4, 2015 Council Meeting, Dave Vold seconded. Motion carried. Upon The Councils’ review, Dave Vold made the motion to approve the May 2015 financial reports, Curtis Huus seconded. Motion carried. 
 Bernie made a motion to approve the payments of the following bills: Aflac; $265.42, Bernie Johnson; $239.98, BC/BS; $905.40, Card member Services; $472.14, Century Link; $137.43, Dakota Supply Group; $1,389.88, Gaffaney’s; $76.35; Grand Forks Traill Water Dist.; $4,776.84, Hatton Co-op Oil; $2,097.81, Hatton Economic Development (Lot Development); $4,500.00,  Hatton Economic Development; $1,838.62, Hatton Free Press; $262.98, Hatton Insurance Agency (NDIRF); $99.00, Johnson Pest Control; $51.11, Marco Inc.; $213.66, Michael Todd & Company, Inc.; $823.77, Midcontinent Communications; $173.04, ND Dept. of Health; $16.00, NDPERS; $1,017.68, ND One Call; $19.80, The Meyer Group; $2,960.00,Traill County Treasurer; $4,498.00, US Treasury; $1,665.96, U.S. Postal Service; $113.22, Verizon Wireless; $91.06, Waste Management of ND; $9,360.69, Xcel Energy(Street Lighting); $1,541.52, and Xcel Energy(City Utilities); $848.77.  Scott Phipps seconded the Motion.  Motion carried.  Bernie Johnson made the motion to pay the Red Cross the $300.00 certification price to have the Hatton Swimming Pool Certified by the Red Cross.  Curtis Huss seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
The City Council discussed the current residential meter rent rate of $.25 per month per residential utility customer, they determined that at this rate, it would take the city of Hatton approximately 116 years to recapture the cost of 1 meter and 1 MXU radio read box.  Mark Duncan made the motion to increase the residential meter rental Rates from $ .25 per month to $1.00 per month effective with the next utility billing cycle.  Scott Phipps seconded the motion.  Motion carried
The lighting on the “Welcome to Hatton” sign on Highway 18 North of Hatton was discussed briefly.  This topic will continue on next month’s agenda.

 and,WHEREAS, at the June 1, 2015 regular city council meeting of the Hatton City Council the current bond limits were reviewed and 

found to be sufficient, NOW, THEREFORE, be it resolved by the city council of the City of  Hatton, North Dakota, that the Auditor Bond 

coverage by the North Dakota State Bonding Fund in the amount of:  $318,000.00 has been reviewed and found sufficient.
