



HATTON CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTE
June 6, 2016
6:00 P.M.

 Mayor Douglas Meier called the meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance on June 6, 2016 at 6:01 P.M.
  Council members attending were: Bernie Johnson, David Vold, Curtis Huus, Mark Duncan, Scott Phipps and Kim Ostlie.  Special guests were: Gary Offerdahl from Buck’s Place, Sheila and Marc Gram and Jody Westmoreland. Others in attendance were: Deputy Conrad Steinhaus, Arik Solheim and Jackie Buchwitz. 
Gary Offerdahl from Buck’s Place submitted his application for the 2016 / 2017 Liquor and Beer License, Suzanne Hegvik, from the Press Box; DBA the Blue Line Bar and Grill could not attend the meeting, but submitted the Application for the 2016 / 2017 Liquor and Beer License for the Blue Line Bar & Grill. Bernie Johnson made the motion to accept and approve both Liquor License applications, and Their Sunday opening requests. Curtis Huss seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.

Marc and Sheila Gram came before the City Council to speak to them about their child being bit by a neighbor’s dog. She wanted to make sure that the City of Hatton’s Pet and Animal Ordinances were being enforced in the City.  Sheila stated that the dog that bit her child was not licensed or vaccinated and wanted to know why that animal was not being held in quarantine for the stated time designated in the Ordinance.  Every pet owner’s animal must have proof of a current rabies vaccination and a license tag. The City of Hatton provides a pet license free of charge, to you for your animals, with proof of a current rabies vaccination. Deputy Steinhaus explained some of the law enforcement legalities to Marc and Sheila.  Investigation is ongoing.
Deputy Conrad Steinhaus presented a brief police report.  Scott Phipps made the motion to accept the police report. Curtis Huus seconded the motion. Motion carried.
Arik Solheim gave a verbal maintenance report.  Arik submitted 2 bids from Minn-Dak Asphalt Inc. The first bid was for 635’ X 36’ of Edge Milling on Railroad Ave., Edge Mill 7’ Wide, 2 at curb to flat pave 2” of asphalt for approximately $57.00 per running foot.  The will also mill both sides of street 2” at curb to flat 7’ wide at other bad areas of town and Pave 2” depth of asphalt in some of the bad areas of town.  The entire bid amount for the work, to begin this summer, came to $35,800.00. The second proposal was to dig out and pave 24’ X 11’ X 4” deep on 9th and Wheat Avenue, and 18’ X 15’ X 4” Depth on Wheat Avenue by the Swimming Pool, for a total proposal of $5,000.00. Minn-Dak Asphalt Inc. stated that they would do the second proposal for ½ of the proposed price if they could do it all when they are in town doing the Edge Milling on Railroad Ave.  Bernie Johnson made the motion to approve the two proposals from Minn-Dak Inc.  Curtis Huus seconded the motion. With all council members approving the motion was passed. Bernie Johnson submitted a bid from Naastad Brothers Inc. for the replacement of the bolts on approximately 57 gate valves in the City of Hatton. Naastad Brothers Inc. proposed to replace the bolts on the gate valves in the grass or gravel areas for a cost of $1,200.00 for each valve. Kim Ostlie made the motion to approve Naastad Brothers Inc. bid and authorize Naastad Brothers to begin the work and have it completed within the next 2-3 years. Curtis Huus seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously.  
Arik spoke to the council about the new enclosure area around the pumps at the Hatton Swimming pool.  The City Council discussed and decided that in order to ensure maximum efficiency and minimize risk of damage to the pool pumps, the mechanisms of the pumps, valves and plumbing that was recently repaired and installed, that Arik be the only person tending to the Pumps and its operations at the Hatton Swimming Pool. Arik will keep the Pumps enclosure locked and he will be taking over the full maintenance of the pool pumps. Kim Ostlie made the motion to accept the maintenance report, seconded by Bernie Johnson. Motion carried. 
Bernie Johnson made a motion to accept the May 2, 2016 Council Meeting minutes.  Mark Duncan seconded. Motion carried.
 Bernie Johnson made the motion to approve the May 2016 financial reports, Curtis Huus seconded. Motion carried.
