







                       HATTON CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

REORGANIZATIONAL MEETING

            June 28, 2016






                6:00 P.M.
The Hatton City Council held its Reorganizational meeting on Tuesday, June 28, 2016 at 6:00 PM at Hatton City Hall.
Mayor Doug Meier called the meeting to order on Tuesday June 28, 2016 with the Pledge of Allegiance.  
Council members attending were:  Curtis Huus, Kim Ostlie, Bernie Johnson, David Vold and Mark Duncan.  Scott Phipps was absent.   Others in attendance were: Jackie Buchwitz, Council member elect: Annette Glennon, Kim Ostlie and Mark Duncan.  
The June 14, 2016 Election results, provided by the Traill county Auditor’s office, were read and confirmed. 
 For the Hatton City Council:  Mark Duncan received 111 votes, Kim Ostlie received 109 votes and Annette Glennon received 5 Votes. 
For the Hatton City Park District:   Jason Gibson received 123 votes and Brock Brend received 108 votes.
The motion was made by Bernie Johnson to accept the Confirmation of the election results and the newly elected Council Members.   Mark Duncan seconded the motion. Motion carried.

The conclusion of any old business was initiated and concluded.
The Oaths of Office were taken by the elected council members Mark Duncan, Annette Glennon and Kim Ostlie. At that time Annette Glennon took Scott Phipps seat on the Council. Mayor Doug Meier proceeded with the meeting.
Election of The City Council’s President was the first order of business: Mark Duncan made a motion to nominate Bernie Johnson as President of the Hatton City Council. Dave Vold seconded the motion.  Motion carried by unanimous vote.
Mark Duncan made the motion to nominate David Vold as the Vice President of the Hatton City Council. Annette Glennon seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously.
Mayor Meier assigned the following City Appointments:

Hatton City Auditor: Jackie Buchwitz.
Hatton City Assessor: The Meyer Group.
Hatton City Attorney: No Appointment made at this time by a majority vote of the Council.
Hatton City Judge: Thomas Moe.
Dave Vold made the motion to accept the aforementioned appointments.  Bernie Johnson seconded the motion. All Council members approve the designated appointments. Motion carried.

 After some discussion, Bernie Johnson made the motion to approve the appointment of Moore Engineering as the City of Hatton’s engineering firm.  Dave Vold seconded the motion. A roll call vote was taken with Curtis Huus, Kim Outlie, Mark Duncan, Bernie Johnson and Dave Vold voting yes.  Annette Glennon voted No. Motion to appoint Moore Engineering passed.

Streets:  Bernie Johnson and Kim Ostlie.
Sanitation: Annette Glennon.
Beautification: Mark Duncan.

Dave Vold made a motion to approve the portfolio designations.  Bernie Johnson seconded the motion. A roll call vote was taken with all Council members voting unanimously to approve the portfolio designations.
Mark Duncan made a motion to adjourn.  Curtis Huus seconded the motion.  Meeting adjourned at 6:45PM.
