HATTON CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

July 2, 2018, 6:P.M.

The Hatton City Council met at the City offices on Monday, July 2nd, at 6:00 P.M.

Letcher called the meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance at 6:00 PM


Melissa Beach from the Traill County Economic Development Committee presented the county annual report to the 
council. Limited quantities of the report are available in the auditor’s office. Caleb Kjetland from Moore Engineering 
gave an update on the street project. The plans and specifications are 60% complete. City approval of plans scheduled 
for September council meeting. The award of the contract will be at the October council meeting.  The council 
discussed an issue concerning a 
resident’s placement of a privacy fence. The Hatton zoning board and City council will 
review the matter and make a decision on the proper actions to take.       
  

Bernie Johnson motioned to approve the minutes from the Jun 26, 2018 Council meeting. Kim Ostlie seconded the 
motion. Motion carried.
The monthly maintenance report was read. Curtis Huus made a motion to accept the report; 
seconded by Bernie Johnson. Motion carried. Scott Phipps made the motion, seconded by Ben Naastad, to accept and 
approve all of the June 2018 financial reports. Motion carried.

Motion 
carried. The council had a discussion about the 2,000 gal.fuel tank belonging to Danny Flaten. In a previous meeting 

Danny said he would remove the fuel tank out of town by the end of June 2018 as of this meeting no attempt to move 
the tank has been made. The City Council will seek council on a possible new ordinance. A Tax Incentive form was 
presented to the council from Hatton Granite for their new building. Bernie Johnson made a motion to accept; motion 
was seconded by Kim Ostlie. Motion carried. The council received two complaint letters from Annette Glennon. The  
first letter was about a scrap metal pile on the south side of the Kelly bean plant that has been there for at least a year. 
Mayor Stuart Letcher will call Kelly Bean and request the pile be removed. The second letter was concerning the poorly 
kept yard at 403 Jersey Ave. several attempts have been made to help the resident only to be refused. Council decided to 
send a letter with the appropriate ordinance attached. The letter will include an estimated bill if the City is forced to 
clean the yard. Brian Dafforn located and the City purchased a replacement T-33 canopy for our static display. The 
canopy should arrive this month. The Building permits applications summited by Larry Hanson and Matthew Kempel 
were reviewed; Bernie Johnson made a motion to approve the permits; Scott Phipps seconded the motion. Motion 
carried. Having no other business, Scott Phipps made the motion to adjourn; seconded by Ben Naastad. Motion carried. 
The meeting was adjourned at 8:23PM.
