



HATTON CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

August 1, 2016
6:00 P.M.

  Mayor Douglas Meier called the meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance on Monday, August 1, 2016 at 6:00 P.M. 
 Council members attending were: Bernie Johnson, David Vold, Kim Ostlie, Curtis Huus and Annette Glennon.  Also in attendance; Jackie Buchwitz, Arik Solheim and Dana Boe from the Hatton Free Press. Special Guests attending this meeting were: Sarah Wear, from Ohnstad Twitchell Law Office in Fargo, ND. Brandon Oye, from Moore Engineering, and Emily Cost from the Traill County Veterans Services.
The meeting agenda was confirmed with one change; the building permit application submitted by Jared and Sandra Hedland was omitted from the agenda. Agenda change will include the Application and request for a building permit by Jared and Sandy Hedland.

Sarah Wear, the newly appointed City attorney, from the Ohnstad Twitchel Law firm in Fargo, ND, introduced herself to the City Council and offered her services to the City of Hatton.  She took back with her to review for the City, copies of the Hatton Ordinances, a copy of the purchase agreement between the City of Hatton and Robert & Georgeanne Ferguson, for the purchase of Ferguson’s property at 302 Dakota Avenue, the property title to the Ferguson’s property and a copy of the City of Hatton’s Home Rule Charter. 

Brandon Oye from Moore Engineering addressed the City Council on the importance of moving ahead with the street repair project.  “The City is in a good position right now to make another attempt to get the street project started again.” Oil prices are low, which would make a substantial difference in the probable cost of the project.”    Moore Engineering’s best guess on the amount of savings that could potentially be seen could be as much as $500,000.00.     Brandon did state that it has been two years since the initial phases of the street project have been completed, and the City would have to start over with the project. The City Council told Brandon Oye that they would discuss and make a decision on restarting the Street Project. 
Emily Cost from the Traill County Veterans Services spoke to the City council about the ND CARES coalition and asked that the City of Hatton joins the ND CARES in its mission to strengthen and provide a seamless network of support for Service Members, Veterans, Families, and Survivors. The purpose of ND CARES is to resolve barriers or gaps in services to ensure those who have served, their families, and survivors receive the care and assistance they need.  Bernie Johnson made the motion that The City of Hatton joins the ND CARES coalition in supporting Service Members, Veterans, Families and Survivors.  Annette Glennon seconded the motion. Motion carried.  Kim Ostlie and David Vold volunteered to represent Hatton as part of the ND CARES coalition.  The American Legion has promised to pay for the Signage that will be placed at the Northbound and Southbound ND 18 entrances to the City.
Bernie put forth the subject of the city purchasing the lot now owned by Bobby Larson, for a cost of $20,000.00. This lot would be included as part of the proposed development project.
Curtis Huus made the motion that the City of Hatton purchase the lot owned by Bobby Larson, for the cost of $20,000.00. Bernie Johnson seconded the motion. Motion carried.   Dave Vold made the motion that Moore Engineering generates some area plans for the development project. Kim Ostlie seconded the motion. Motion carried. Brandon stated that Moore Engineering would put some preliminary area plans and try to have them ready for the Councils review by the September 6, 2016 meeting.
Bernie Johnson requested a change in the minutes from the July 5, 2016 Council meeting. The July minutes read as follows: “Bernie Johnson stated that the Hatton Economic Development Corporation has asked that the City of Hatton share the agreed upon purchase price of $35,000.00 to buy the Ferguson property, and the cost of $21,675.00 to have the property cleared based on a quote by Naastad Brothers Inc.”  The minutes should have read: “The City of Hatton in Conjunction with the Hatton EDC., have agreecd to share the cost of purchasing the Ferguson Property and the quote from Naastad Brothers Inc. for the clearing of the property.
Arik presented his maintenance report to the City council. Dave Vold made the motion to accept and approve the maintenance report. Kim Ostlie Seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Bernie Johnson made the motion to approve all of the financial reports from July. Curtis Huus seconded the motion, motion carried. Dave Vold made the motion to approve

Motion carried.
The building permit application submitted by Jared and Sandy Hedland was reviewed; Curtis Huus made the motion to approve said building permit application. Kim Ostlie second. Motion carried.

The 2017 Preliminary Budget was discussed; Bernie Johnson suggested that approximately $50,000.00 be added as an additional expense in the Streets Fund, in order to cover any unexpected street maintenance needs. The motion to approve the Preliminary Budget was tabled until the September 6, 2016 meeting to allow additional time needed to change and the redo the preliminary budget reflecting such changes.

Dave Vold asked for a volunteer from the Council to represent the City and speak with the Hatton Beautification Committee about the Emerald ash bore.
Having no other business, Curtis Huus made the motion to adjourn; seconded by Kim Ostlie.  Meeting was adjourned at 8:10 PM. The next City Council Meeting will be held on Tuesday, September 6, 2016 at 6:00 P.M.
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
