The City Council reviewed the completed portion of the 2015 Preliminary budget and added the following expenditures: 40,000.00 to highway fund, $8,000.00 to Pool Fund and $30,000.00 to the general Fund.
The council reviewed the building permit application submitted by Sun Pro Inc. Bernie Johnson made the motion to approve the application. Curtis Huus seconded the motion. Motion carried.
