



HATTON CITY COUNCIL SPECIAL MEETING MINUTES

Monday August 12, 2013
                            6:00 P.M.

 Mayor Doug Meier called this special meeting to order on Monday August 12, 2013 at 6:00 P.M. Council members attending were: Bernie Johnson, David Vold, Annette Glennon and Mark Duncan. Kim Ostlie and Scott Phipps were absent.
 Jackie Buchwitz and Arik Solheim were also in attendance.
Annette Glennon made the motion to accept and approve the minutes of the August 5, 2013 Council meeting.  Mark Duncan seconded the motion. Motion carried.
The City Council finalized the purchase of the 2007 Elgin Street sweeper that was voted upon during the August 5, 2013 Council meeting with the following motions: David Vold made the motion to approve the transfer of $50,000.00 from 2 CD’s to the Now Account in the General Fund and the transfer of $6,400.00 from the Debt Reserve Fund into the General Fund. Mark Duncan seconded the motion. Motion Carried. A check for the total of $56,400.00 was issued from the General Fund to Sanitation Products Inc. for the payment of the 2007 Elgin Street Sweeper.  
Arik and Bernie spoke to the Council about purchasing a 2009 sewer jetter from Sanitation Products Inc. for a cost of $20,000.00. This jetter is used for the flushing and cleaning of the main sewer lines within the City of Hatton. The main benefit of purchasing the jetter would be to enable the flushing and cleaning of the main sewer lines without the risk of cross contaminating the water supply in our system. Since the city wide sewer reline project that was finished in 2009, they feel that now is the time to think about flushing and cleaning all of the sewer lines and be in compliance with regulations from the Health Department. Bernie Johnson made the motion to purchase the Sewer Jetter from Sanitation Products Inc. for $20,000.00. Annette Glennon seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.  Dave Vold made the motion to pay for the Sewer Jetter from the Sewer Re-line fund. Mark Duncan seconded the motion. Motion carried.
Having no other items to discuss, Mark Duncan made the motion to adjourn. Bernie Johnson seconded the motion.
Meeting was adjourned at 6:20 P.M.
