








HATTON CITY COUNCIL MEETING 







MINUTES







September 2, 2014

 Mayor Doug Meier called the meeting to order on Tuesday, September 2, 2014 at 6:00 P.M. with the Pledge of Allegiance. Council members attending were: Mark Duncan, David Vold, Bernie Johnson and Curtis Huus. Council members absent were Kim Ostlie and Scott Phipps. Special Guests were: Barb Huus, from The Goose River Bank of Hatton and Kyle Meyer & Gaard Rops from Moore Engineering, Others in attendance were: Arik Solheim, Jackie Buchwitz and Deputy Conrad Steinhaus.

Kyle Meyer and Gaard Rops from Moore Engineering attended the meeting to have the City Council review the Engineers Preliminary Opinion regarding the Hatton Street Project and pass the necessary resolutions to put the project to a protest vote if they decide to move forward towards City approval.
 Bernie Johnson introduced the “RESOLUTION CREATING STREET IMPROVEMENT DISTRICT NO. 2015-1 OF THE CITY OF HATTON, NORTH DAKOTA and motioned for its adoption. Mark Duncan seconded the motion, David Vold, Curtis Huus voted Aye; the following members were absent and not voting: Kim Ostlie and Scott Phipps. The majority having voted aye, the motion and the resolution was duly adopted. 
David Vold introduced the “RESOLUTION DIRECTING ENGINEER TO PREPARE REPORT” and motioned for its adoption. Curtis Huus seconded the Motion. On a Roll call vote Mark Duncan and Bernie Johnson voted Aye. Kim Ostlie and Scott Phipps were absent and not voting. The majority having voted aye, the motion and the resolution was adopted.
Mark Duncan introduced the “RESOLUTION APPROVING THE ENGINEER’S REPORT” and moved for its adoption. Curtis Huus seconded the motion. On a roll call vote Bernie Johnson and David Vold voted aye. Kim Ostlie and Scott Phipps were absent and not voting.  The majority having voted aye, the motion and the resolution was adopted.

Bernie Johnson introduced the “RESOLUTION DECLARING WORK NECESSARY FOR AN IMPROVEMENT IN STREET IMPROVEMENT DISTRICT NO 2015-1, and motioned for its adoption. David Vold seconded the motion. On a roll call vote, Curtis Huus and Mark Duncan voted Aye. Kim Ostlie and Scott Phipps were absent and not voting. The majority having voted aye, the motion and the resolution was adopted.  (This resolution specifies that the owners of the property liable to be specially assessed for said improvements may file a written protest against the improvements within thirty (30 days after the first publication of this resolution. The City Council shall at its meeting on Monday the 3rd day of November, 2014 at 6:00 PM, shall meet at the Hatton City office for the purpose of hearing and determining the sufficiency of any protests filed and of taking any such further action with respect to said improvements.)
Barb Huus, President of The Goose River Bank of Hatton, met with the City Council to discuss the Hatton Prairie Village Expansion Project, and the Revenue Bonds that Hatton Prairie Village is purchasing under the MIDA Act of 1955 to pay for the addition of 8 Independent Living Senior Apartments that will be licensed as Assisted Living.  In order for Hatton Prairie Village to obtain the bonds, the City of Hatton must agree to be a “pass through Entity”, hold a public hearing and pass several Resolutions.

Bernie Johnson introduced the “RESOLUTION RELATING TO A PROJECT UNDER THE MUNICIPAL INDUSTRIAL DEVELOPMENT ACT, GIVING THE PROJECT PRELIMINARY APPROVAL SUBJECT TO A PUBLIC HEARING AND MOTIONED FOR ITS ADOPTION. Mark Duncan seconded the motion. On a Roll Call Vote, David and Curtis Huus voted Aye. Kim Ostlie and Scott Phipps were absent and not voting. The majority having voted aye, the motion and the resolution was adopted.
Arik Solheim presented the maintenance report to the City Council. The City clean up roll offs were discussed, it was decided that the roll-offs provided for the residents’ use for household cleanup would be discontinued for the season. Due to the disregard of the signage and abuse of this service, the City will go back to a monitored 1½ day cleanup next year. 
Arik presented a quote from Naastad Brothers Inc. for the following projects for the City of Hatton: (1).Ditch Fill at Elevator along Railroad Ave., which includes installing a 24 “ culvert with a flared end and importing and placing fill to level the ditch, for the proposed cost of $17,024.40. (2). Riprap at Lagoon Cells., which includes the riprapping of Cells 1, 2, and 3 for the proposed cost of $19,062.40.  (3). West Railroad Avenue Ditch, which includes the excavation and disposal material to laser grade the ditch and loading of the excavated material, for the proposed price of $1,490.00. Mark Duncan made the motion for Naastad Brothers to proceed with Items # 1 and 2, for a total proposed cost of $36,086.80, and to hold off on item #3 until a later date. Bernie Johnson seconded the motion. A roll call vote was taken with all members approving the motion. Motion carried.
 Tabled from the June 2014 meeting, the expansion of the Hatton City shop was again discussed. The City Council re-reviewed the proposal submitted by Jeff Rudy Construction, which includes the following items: Pouring a 4 “thick concrete slab on grade w/rebar, cut opening in existing south facing side for an commercial duty overhead door with opener, construction of a new partition wall, insulate the existing walls & ceiling and sheet with all steel panels, for a $31,500.00 estimated cost. Bernie Johnson made the motion to accept the proposal from Jeff Rudy Construction and to move forward with the City shop expansion project. Dave Vold seconded the motion. With all members voting to approve, motion carried.
 Curtis Huus made the motion to approve the maintenance report. Bernie Johnson seconded the motion. Motion carried.
 Deputy Conrad Steinhaus gave a brief report to the City Council regarding the vandalism at the Hatton City Park. The incidents are still under investigation. Sheriff Mike Crocker submitted the proposed 2015 police budget for review by the council. Bernie Johnson made a motion to accept the police report, Dave Vold seconded the motion. Motion carried.
Curtis Huus made the motion to accept the minutes of the August 4, 2014 City Council Meeting and the August 20, 2014 special meeting. David Vold seconded the motion, motion carried.

Bernie Johnson made the motion to approve the Auditor’s August financial reports as presented. Curtis Huus seconded the motion. Motion carried.
The City Council agreed to cash CD # 301263 and use the proceeds to pay for the new 2014 F150 Pickup.  The remaining balance of the CD will go into the Equipment Fund.

Curtis Huus seconded the motion. Motion carried. 
The City Council reviewed the Municipal Court report submitted by Judge Thomas Moe, Mark Duncan made the motion to accept and approve the Magistrate’s report. Dave Vold seconded the motion.  Motion carried. The City Council reviewed the completed 2015 Preliminary Budget. Bernie Johnson made the motion to approve the 2015 Preliminary Budget. Mark Duncan seconded the motion. Motion carried.  The 2015 Preliminary Budget is available for review at the Hatton City Auditor’s office. The building permit application submitted by Jody and Paula Westmoreland, Hatton Prairie Village, Naastad Brothers and Brian Cyrus were reviewed by the Council. Mark Duncan made the motion to approve the aforementioned applications. Curtis Huus seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously. 

Logan Vettelson will be working for the City during the 2014-2015 school years as part of the “School to Work” program. Logan will work for (1) hour per day, Monday through Friday, assisting Arik and Jackie with various projects. Having no other business, Mark Duncan the motion to adjourn, seconded by Curtis Huus. Meeting was adjourned at 8:35P.M. 
The next City Council Meeting will be held on Monday October 6, 2014.
