



HATTON CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

September 3, 2013
6:00 P.M.
 Mayor Doug Meier called the meeting to order on Tuesday, September 3, 2013 at 6:00 P.M.  Council members attending were: Dave Vold, Annette Glennon, Mark Duncan, Bernie Johnson and Kim Ostlie.  Scott Phipps was absent. 
 Special Guests Were: Wes Gjovik from Widseth Smith Nolting, Paul Rayner from Computer Repair, Sheriff Mike Crocker and Pat Ellis.                        Also in attendance was Jackie Buchwitz.
Mayor Doug Meier opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance and a special announcement to Bernie Johnson stating that Bernie has been selected by the North Dakota League of Cities as the “2013 Most Outstanding Elected Official.”  The Awards Luncheon to honor the 2013 Award winners was held at the Ramkota Hotel in Bismarck North Dakota on September 14, 2013.
 Bernie Johnson was able to invite family and friends to celebrate receiving this award.  Mayor Doug Meier, David Vold, Annette Glennon and Curly McClain also planned on attending the Awards Luncheon.
Wes Gjovik from Widseth Smith Nolting addressed the City Council with some information about the services that they are able to provide to the city such as architecture, Civil Engineering, Environmental, Surveying, and fund development. They would appreciate the opportunity to be able to do business with the city of Hatton.  
Paul Rayner from Computer Repair spoke to the City council about the notebooks that Bernie and Dave had the opportunity to practice with for a few days prior to the meeting.  The Council asked Paul to put together an estimate for (7) notebooks and a wireless router for City in the Auditor’s office.  Paul will have the estimates in time for the October 7th meeting.

Sheriff Mike Crocker spoke with the City council and reviewed the 2014 police budget.  The projected increase is approximately $2,151.12 for the 2014 year. Bernie Johnson made the motion to accept the police report and the projected 2014 budget increase. David Vold seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Arik Solheim submitted a written maintenance report.  Dave Vold made a motion to accept Arik’s report as submitted. Annette seconded the motion.  Motion Carried. 
Pat Ellis spoke to the City Council about the end of the swimming season. She told the Council of changes that she would like to implement next season in her continued role as pool manager. The City council gave special recognition to Pat Ellis for a job “well done” managing the swimming pool this year.

Annette Glennon made a motion to accept the minutes of August 5, 2013 Council Meeting and the Special Meeting held on August 12, 2013. Kim Ostlie seconded the motion. Motion carried.
Mark Duncan made the motion to approve the Auditor’s August financial reports. Annette Glennon seconded the motion. Motion carried. The City council completed the final review of the 2014 Preliminary Budget for the City of Hatton.  Annette made the motion to accept and approve the 2014 Preliminary Budget.  Bernie Johnson seconded the motion.  Motion carried.   The council also reviewed the first draft of the Hatton 2014 Final budget. The 2014 Budget will be finalized and approved during the October 7th Council meeting.

The City Council discussed the possibility of a Friday opening at the City Auditor’s office. Topic was tabled until the October meeting.
Bernie Johnson would like an estimate for better lighting at the new “Welcome to Hatton” sign. Dave Vold wants Hatton City property owners to be aware that the City council or city employees do not provide or give instruction regarding the location of any personal property lines. He also requested that Janet Mayer the City assessor be invited to attend the October 7, 2013 Council meeting.​​​​​​​​​​​​​​​
