Monday, Sept 18, 2017 7:00 P.M.
     Mayor Douglas Meier called the meeting to order on Monday, Sept 18, 2017 at 7:00 p.m. 
 Council members attending were: Bernie Johnson, Mark Duncan, Kim Ostlie, Curtis Huus and David Vold. Special guests were 
Brandon Oye, Caleb Kjetland and Jerod Klabunde from Moore Engineering. Sarah Wear the City Attorney and Dan Cute were also 
present. .


The purpose of the street project protest meeting is to give the residents of Hatton that summited a letter of protest an 
opportunity to address the Council with their specific concerns. After the residents asked their questions and made 
their concern known the protest letters were tallied up. Just under Twenty percent of the total land owned by City of 
Hatton residents was opposed to the street project. The Twenty percent opposing the project fell thirty-one percent 
short of the needed fifty-one present required to stop the project. Mayor Doug Meier then read the resolution 
determining that not sufficient protests were filed on improvements in street improvement district no.2017-1. Motion 
to accept the resolution made by Bernie Johnson and seconded by Curtis Huus. Motion carried. The Bank of 
North Dakota needs to review the City’s Financials before granting us the 2% loan. Council decided to table their 
decision on the project until they have received confirmation of the 2% loan from the Bank of North Dakota.
 Motion to adjourn by Bernie Johnson at 8:35 pm.  Curtis Huus seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
