



HATTON CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

6:00 P.M.
 Mayor Doug Meier called the meeting to order on Monday October 1, 2012 at 6:00 P.M. Council members attending were: David Vold, Kim Ostlie, Annette Glennon, Scott Phipps, Mark Duncan, and Bernie Johnson.
Special Guests Were: Sheriff Mike Crocker and Lori Braaten. Others in attendance were Arik Solheim and Jackie Buchwitz.
Lori Braaten, The manager of the Sunset Lounge in Hatton, approached the City council with a request to have the price of the Sunset Lounge’s liquor license fee reduced from $2,000.00 annually to $1,000.00 for the 2012 year. After discussions, Annette Glennon made the motion to refund $1,000.00 of the previously paid $2,000.00 liquor license fees to the Sunset Lounge and to Bucks Place for the 2012 year only, with the stipulation that the managers of The Sunset Lounge and Bucks Place meet with the Council during the June meeting of 2013, at which time the City Council will re-evaluate the business’s financial situations and determine the dollar amount of their Liquor License fees. Scott Phipps seconded the motion. Motion carried.
Bernie Johnson made a motion to accept the Minutes of September 4th 2012 Council Meeting with the following two corrections: Scott Phipps was absent from September’s meeting and the 2012 tax inclusion of -$592.95 for Efron Borjon was listed in error.  Mark Duncan seconded the motion. Motion carried.
David Vold made the motion to approve the Auditor’s September financial reports. Bernie Johnson seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
Arik Solheim presented the maintenance report. He noted that the August and September WM Roll-off that was available at the city shop parking lot was very well received by Hatton’s residents and beginning in May of 2013 until near the end of September 2013, it will again be available for the residents of Hatton.

Dave Vold made a motion to accept the maintenance report. Bernie seconded the motion.  Motion Carried.

Bernie Johnson made a motion to accept the building permit applications submitted by Gary Vigen and Jared Hedlund. Mark Duncan seconded the motion. Motion carried.

Sheriff Mike Crocker spoke to the council about the changes in the 2013 Police budget. He informed the Council that the Traill County commissioners are scheduled to finalize the police budget on October 2, 2012. If the Commissioners finalize the projected 2013 police budget, Hatton’s increase would be approximately $8,508.00 for the 2013 year. The City Council will wait until the November 5th council meeting to approve the 2013 police budget.
After some discussion regarding the City of Hatton’s final budget for 2013, Dave Vold made the motion to accept and approve the 2013 final budget for the City of Hatton, seconded by Mark Duncan.  Motion carried.​​​​​​​​​​​​​​
