



HATTON CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

October 7, 2013
6:00 P.M.
 Mayor Doug Meier called the meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance, on Monday October 7, 2013 at 6:00 P.M. 
 Council members attending were: Annette Glennon, Kim Ostlie, David Vold, Scott Phipps, Mark Duncan and Bernie Johnson.
 Special Guests Were: Scott Cranston from Valley Land Investment and Deputy Conrad Steinhaus. Others in attendance: Arik Solheim and Jackie Buchwitz.
Two topics were added to the meeting agenda: 1. A building permit application submitted by Mark Stavens. 2. Mayor Meier added a discussion item regarding the revision of the City of Hatton’s pet Ordinance to include the addition of a fine to owners who do not clean up after their pets. The City will be reviewing other pet ordinances for some guidelines and the discussion will be continued during the November meeting.
Scott Cranston spoke to the City Council on behalf of the Hatton Economic Development. Hatton EDC wants to repair the sidewalk at Millers Fresh Foods. The projected amount for the repair will be approximately $6,400.00. The EDC would like the City of Hatton to pick up ½ of the expense. Bernie Johnson made a motion that the City contributes at least ½ of the expense, not to exceed $3,500.00, for the repair of the sidewalk at Millers Fresh Foods. Annette Glennon seconded the motion. Motion carried.
Paul Rayner from Computer repair submitted a quote for the price of seven laptops and carrying cases, a wireless router for the Hatton City Office and the labor for his set up and install of the previously mentioned items for the price of $3,263.98.
 Annette Glennon made the motion to purchase seven Toshiba Satellite 1564 Laptops, seven Wenga Sherpa Messenger Laptop cases, one Linksys Dual band Wi-Fi Router. Mark Duncan seconded the motion. Motion carried.
 Arik Solheim presented his maintenance report to the Council.  The projected estimate to be around $4,000.00 to have Braun Electric install a light out at the “Welcome to Hatton” sign. The Council decided not to incur the expense at this time. Scott Phipps made a motion to accept the maintenance report. Bernie Johnson seconded the motion.  Motion Carried.
Scott Phipps made a motion to approve the reimbursement payments to: Mayor Doug Meier, Bernie Johnson, David Vold and Annette Glennon for the costs incurred to attend the Awards Luncheon for Bernie in Bismarck on September 14, 2013. Kim Ostlie seconded the motion. Motion carried.
 Annette Glennon made a motion to accept the Minutes of September 3, 2013 Council Meeting, Dave Vold seconded the motion. Motion carried.  Annette Glennon made the motion to approve the Auditor’s September financial reports and to approve the Final draft of the 2014 Hatton City Budget    Kim Ostlie seconded both motions.  Motions to approve the September Financial reports and the Hatton 2014 Budget carried unanimously.

Mark Duncan seconded the motion.  Motion carried. 
The City Council resumed a discussion that was tabled from the September meeting, regarding Friday Opening at the City Auditor’s office.  Annette Glennon made the motion that the City Auditor goes to a 40 hour work week with the Auditor’s office to be open Monday through Friday from 7:00 AM until 3:30 PM beginning on November 1, 2013. David Vold seconded the motion.  A roll call vote was taken with the following members voting in favor: Bernie Johnson, Annette Glennon, David Vold, Kim Ostlie and Scott Phipps. Voting “not in favor” was Mark Duncan. With a majority vote in favor of the motion, motion carried. 

The City Council reviewed letters sent to a few Utility customers, alerting them of the inclusion onto their property taxes of any outstanding invoices and delinquent utility amounts owed to the city of Hatton. Bernie Johnson made the motion to include the following names and delinquent amounts be sent to Traill County for Inclusion onto property specials if such amounts are not paid by October 15, 2013:  H. Adamsen; $762.39, D. Pudwill; $913.98 and B. Wall; $90.00 .Kim Ostlie seconded the motion. Motion carried.

The City Council reviewed the Building and Demo permit applications submitted. Annette Glennon made a motion that the Demolition permit for Charles Petersen and the Building permit for Larry Buchwitz and Mark Stavens be approved. Bernie Johnson seconded the motion. Motion carried.

David Vold requested that Janet Meyer attend the November meeting to discuss ideas for revising the Building permit ordinance.
